“Parties in the United States are not programmatic or ideological, as they have
sometimes been in England or Europe. The national leadership of the Republican party
supports increased military spending, cuts in social programs, tax relief for middle- and
upper-income voters, tax incentives to business, and the ‘“social agenda” backed by
members of conservative religious denominations. The national Democratic leadership, on
the other hand, supports extended social spending, military cuts, increased regulation of
business, and a variety of consumer and environmental programs. The Democratic party
seeks to unite organized labor, members of racial minorities, and the upper-middle-class
professionals. The Republicans, by contrast, appeal to business, upper- and upper-middle-
income groups, and social conservatives.

The Tea Party movementis an American political movement known for its
conservative positions and its role in the Republican Party ("GOP"). It demands a
reduction in the U.S. national debtand federal budget deficitby reducing
government spending and taxes. The movement has been described a mix of
libertarian, populist, and conservative activists. It has sponsored multiple protests and
supported various political candidates since 2009. Commentators saw a "civil war"
underway inside the GOP between Tea Party elements and the business-oriented
establishment. Chuck McCutcheon says the fight is "whether the GOP should run
candidates who are ideologically devoted to a strict limited-government agenda (the tea
party's belief) or those with the broadest possible political appeal in their states and

districts."

Read the following analysis and then watch in the Internet the 2009 Inauguration

speech of B. Obama.

The first inauguration of Barack Obama as the 44th President of the United
States took place on Tuesday, January 20, 2009. The inauguration, which set a record
attendance for any event held in Washington, D.C., marked the commencement of the first
four-year term of Barack Obama as President and Joe Biden as Vice President. Based on
the combined attendance numbers, television viewership, and Internet traffic, it was among

the most-observed events ever by the global audience.
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"A New Birth of Freedom", a phrase from the Gettysburg Address, served as the
inaugural theme to commemorate the 200th anniversary of the birth year of Abraham
Lincoln. In his speeches to the crowds, Obama referred to ideals expressed by Lincoln
about renewal, continuity and national unity. Obama mentioned these ideals in his speech
to stress the need for shared sacrifice and a new sense of responsibility to answer
America's challenges at home and abroad.

Obama and others paid homage to Lincoln in the form of tributes and references
during several of the events, starting with a commemorative train tour from Philadelphia,
Pennsylvania, to Washington, D.C. on January 17, 2009. The inaugural events held in
Washington from January 18 to 21, 2009, included concerts, a national day of community
service on Martin Luther King, Jr. Day, the swearing-in ceremony, luncheon and parade,
inaugural balls, and the interfaith inaugural prayer service. The presidential oath as
administered to Obama during his swearing-in ceremony on January 20 strayed slightly
from the oath of office prescribed in the United States Constitution, which led to its
re-administration the next day.

In addition to a larger than usual celebrity attendance, the Presidential Inaugural
Committee increased its outreach to ordinary citizens to encourage greater participation in
inaugural events compared with participation in recent past inaugurations. For the first
time, the committee opened the entire length of the National Mall as the public viewing
area for the swearing-in ceremony, breaking with the tradition of past inaugurations.
Selected American citizens participated in the train tour and other inaugural events, and a
philanthropist organized a People's Inaugural Ball for disadvantaged people who otherwise
would be unable to afford to attend the inaugural festivities. Among the celebrations for
the inauguration, the committee hosted a first-ever Neighborhood Inaugural Ball with free

or affordable tickets for ordinary citizens.

Inaugural Address

Tuesday, January 20, 2009  Washington, D.C.

OBAMA: My fellow citizens:

(1) 1 stand here today humbled by the task before us, grateful for the trust you have

bestowed, mindful of the sacrifices borne by our ancestors. I thank President Bush for his
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service to our nation, as well as the generosity and cooperation he has shown throughout
this transition.

(2) Forty-four Americans have now taken the presidential oath. The words have
been spoken during rising tides of prosperity and the still waters of peace. Yet, every so
often the oath is taken amidst gathering clouds and raging storms. At these moments,
America has carried on not simply because of the skill or vision of those in high office, but
because we the people have remained faithful to the ideals of our forebears, and true to our
founding documents.

(3) So it has been. So it must be with this generation of Americans.

(4) That we are in the midst of crisis is now well understood. Our nation is at war,
against a far-reaching network of violence and hatred. Our economy is badly weakened, a
consequence of greed and irresponsibility on the part of some, but also our collective
failure to make hard choices and prepare the nation for a new age. Homes have been lost;
jobs shed; businesses shuttered. Our health care is too costly; our schools fail too many;
and each day brings further evidence that the ways we use energy strengthen our
adversaries and threaten our planet.

(5) These are the indicators of crisis, subject to data and statistics. Less measurable
but no less profound is a sapping of confidence across our land — a nagging fear that
America’s decline is inevitable, and that the next generation must lower its sights.

(6) Today | say to you that the challenges we face are real. They are serious and
they are many. They will not be met easily or in a short span of time. But know this,
America — they will be met.

(7) On this day, we gather because we have chosen hope over fear, unity of purpose
over conflict and discord.

(8) On this day, we come to proclaim an end to the petty grievances and false
promises, the recriminations and worn out dogmas, that for far too long have strangled our
politics.

(9) We remain a young nation, but in the words of scripture, the time has come to
set aside childish things. The time has come to reaffirm our enduring spirit; to choose our
better history; to carry forward that precious gift, that noble idea, passed on from
generation to generation: the God-given promise that all are equal, all are free and all

deserve a chance to pursue their full measure of happiness.
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(10) In reaffirming the greatness of our nation, we understand that greatness is
never a given. It must be earned. Our journey has never been one of shortcuts or settling
for less. It has not been the path for the faint-hearted — for those who prefer leisure over
work, or seek only the pleasures of riches and fame. Rather, it has been the risk-takers, the
doers, the makers of things — some celebrated but more often men and women obscure in
their labor, who have carried us up the long, rugged path towards prosperity and freedom.

(11) For us, they packed up their few worldly possessions and traveled across
oceans in search of a new life.

(12) For us, they toiled in sweatshops and settled the West; endured the lash of the
whip and plowed the hard earth.

(13) For us, they fought and died, in places like Concord and Gettysburg;
Normandy and Khe Sahn.

(14) Time and again these men and women struggled and sacrificed and worked till
their hands were raw so that we might live a better life. They saw America as bigger than
the sum of our individual ambitions; greater than all the differences of birth or wealth or
faction.

(15) This is the journey we continue today. We remain the most prosperous,
powerful nation on Earth. Our workers are no less productive than when this crisis began.
Our minds are no less inventive, our goods and services no less needed than they were last
week or last month or last year. Our capacity remains undiminished. But our time of
standing pat, of protecting narrow interests and putting off unpleasant decisions — that
time has surely passed. Starting today, we must pick ourselves up, dust ourselves off, and

begin again the work of remaking America.

Comments on Barack Obama’s Inaugural Address

The analysis of Barack Obama’s Inaugural Address suggests that the speech was
made by a skillful orator, who employed various linguistic and rhetoric devices for the
efficiency of the address. They are tightly linked together and, at times, it is hard to
separate one from another as they are often multifunctional. | would like to suggest that the

high level of education of the speaker was helpful when setting various tools in
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collaboration, so that the use of them produced the effect of a desirable message, the one
which the audience accepted as if it had come from itself.

Learning from Ancient Greeks, President uses didactic poetry: persuading,
convincing and easy-to-be-remembered rhythmic style when addressing to a wide
audience of the Americans. Didactic poetry rests upon repetition and parallelism, which
are the basic tools for creating an easily memorized message. Parallelism is, in turn, a part
of a linguistic field of semantics. Focusing on parallelism employed in the speech, | have
found that personal pronouns play a significant role in creating a foregrounding effect,
which is an aspect of pragmatics. All these devices positively correlate with a rhetorical
style, which the orator chose for the speech.

The event took place at a historical mall, where some of the most prominent
American orators have spoken to large audiences. In his speech, Obama stresses the strong
connections between generations which he, as he states, is to endure, and employs other
orators words in order to support the statement.

In an attempt to cover the most important values of the American people, Obama
appeals to those which rest upon family and religion. He cites the Bible but quite carefully
and, having pointed out the diversity of religions represented in the country, applies his
words to universal, ‘transcendental truth’. He also creates an emotional atmosphere of a
nation as a family, which suggests unity and support, the desire for a better future and a
readiness for working hard on it for the next generation’s sake. The lexical register along
with the foregrounding help to fulfill the task in a favorable view.

The newly elected president needs his people’s support for the forthcoming reforms,
which he has planned to carry out. The unity of the Americans, in order to receive their
advanced approval, seems to be the aim of the President’s address to the nation. His speech
Is persuasive, but hardly aggressive. By using linguistic techniques, which have been
employed by a number of the nation’s “Fathers” and which have proved to be successful
and appreciated both by the audience present and forthcoming generations, Obama
announces his address to his people in a favorable way. That is to say, the extensive use of
pronouns ‘we’ and ‘our’ in combinations with the lexical chain discussed above, affects
the speech in such a way that the audience, to some extent, might almost be considered to

be participants in it and the President performs as a representative of the people. The
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various linguistic and rhetorical devices suggest that the orator articulates the ideas of the

audience and that as a president, he represents the interests of his people.
