Principles of image
formation technology. Image determinants. Compositional property. Imizha blockers. Stages of
image formation models.

Environmental image. The principle of forming an environmental image. A habitual image. A
well-established image. Verbal image. Effect of paraverbal information on image. Role of verbal
image. Kinetic image.

Think over which social institutions influence the formation of consciousness of schoolchildren,
students, youth in general.

Topic 3. Image communications.

Functional role. Ritual behavior and responsible act. Speech communication and language
mechanisms: stereotypes of speech acts and forms of speech behavior, frames and clichés.
Mistakes and incidents in speeches and speeches. Analysis of communicative behavior (using
examples of famous people).
