The discipline "Brand Audit" is implemented at the Faculty of Advertising and Public Relations
by the Department of Branding and Visual Communications.
The purpose of the discipline: the formation of students' knowledge about the methods of
conducting the brand audit procedure and evaluating its result, the features and problems of
conducting a brand audit.
Tasks of the discipline:
e To form students' ideas about the place of brand audit and media analysis in brand
management, communication management;
e To acquaint students with the practice of applying the results of research of a reputational
audit of a company,
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e To form students' skills in conducting complex media research (analysis of media
materials, analysis of databases, etc.).

The discipline is aimed at the formation of competencies:
PC-1 Able to conduct marketing research using marketing mix tools
As a result of mastering the discipline, the student must:
To know: the functionality of the line manager of the advertising and public relations
department; the place of brand audit and media analysis in brand management, communication
management; features of various methods for evaluating the effectiveness of brands;
To Be able to: perform the functions of a line manager within the framework of the current
activities of the advertising and public relations department or when implementing a brand audit;
evaluate the effectiveness of brands; use the acquired knowledge in conducting research of the
reputation audit of the company;
To own: skills of tactical planning of events within the framework of brand audit; practical skills
in evaluating the effectiveness of brands; skills in conducting complex media research (analysis
of media materials, analysis of databases, etc.)
The discipline provides for intermediate certification in the form of an exam. The total labor
intensity of mastering the discipline is 3 credit units.
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
