promising trends in the development of this part of the advertising business.

to teach to analyze advertising texts appearing in the media;

to form the skills of critical analysis of advertising companies, and teach them to
highlight the work of copywriters in them, its strengths and weaknesses;
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v' prepare professional specialists who can freely and easily orient themselves in the
modern world, who, on the basis of the acquired knowledge, are capable of creatively,
quickly, reasonably developing advertising and review articles, texts for press releases,
interviews, booklets, corporate news, commercial and PR texts, presentation scripts and
commercials.

advertising, model advertising messages in accordance with the concept of an
advertising campaign;

v" conduct research in a specific subject area, understand the results of experimental
and observational methods for testing scientific theories;

v' navigate the scientific literature on issues of modern advertising, know the main
sites of information databases on the Internet;

v" discuss professional problems, defend one's point of view, explain the essence of
phenomena, events, processes, draw conclusions, give reasoned answers;

to Own:

v’ the basics of speech, its types, the rules of speech etiquette and dialogue, the laws
of composition and style, persuasion techniques;

v’ basic skills in creating texts and documents used in the field of public relations
and advertising, skills in literary editing, copywriting;

v’ stylistic devices.

The discipline provides for intermediate certification in the form of a differentiated test.
The total complexity of mastering the discipline (module) is 3 credit units.
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
