Modern ideas about anthropogenesis and the formation of various elements of early
culture: the main factors of the settlement of archaic man, the formation of multilingualism and
cultural behavioral stereotypes, social and cultural differentiation of humanity, magical forms of
art. The role of language in the development of man and his culture. Analysis of the concept of
“the beginning of human history” by B.F. Porshneva, new data from archeology and
anthropology on this problem.

Archaic (primitive) culture and culture of ancient civilizations of the East.

Features of archaic thinking. Binary oppositions (C. Lévi-Strauss). Proto-logical thinking,
the role of collective representations (L. Levy-Bruhl). Early forms of religion. Magic and
magical worldview. Myth in archaic culture. The importance of gift exchange for the
development of man and his culture. Functions of ritual in society (according to E. Durkheim).
The experience of “sacred” and “secular” space and time in archaic rituals (M. Eliade). The role
of the name, age-related initiations, attitude towards birth and death; the concept of
“participation” (L. Levy-Bruhl). The extrapersonal nature of archaic cultures. The role of
memory in archaic culture.

The “Neolithic Revolution” and the first “river” civilizations of the Ancient East, their
common features: the class-caste structure of society, the sacred nature of power, the
mythological picture of the world. The teacher-student relationship as the main type of
communication. Images of the sage and the prophet in biblical culture. Ways to form collective
identity. The importance of writing in the formation of ancient Eastern cultures.
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The formation of ancient culture: the transition from myth to logos.

“Greek miracle” as a cultural problem. Archetypes of ancient culture: Dionysus and
Apollo (in the interpretation of F. Nietzsche and Vyacheslav Ivanov). Greek polis nomos,
“physicality” of the ancient cosmos (according to A.F. Losev). The role of slavery and oratory in
the history of ancient culture. Common features and differences in the “styles” of Greek and
Roman cultures. The playful beginning of ancient culture, the role of authorship, the “ban on
plagiarism.” The ideal of wisdom in antiquity. Ancient polytheism and "philosophical
monotheism".

Medieval and modern European culture.

The concept of the Middle Ages and medieval culture. The formation of the class-
hierarchical structure of society and the church, archetypes and symbols in this structure.
Relations between “barbarism” and “Christianity” in Europe (according to A.Ya. Gurevich).
Microcosm and macrocosm, cyclical and eschatological time. Universities and scholasticism,
medieval “encyclopedias”. The concept of the icon and “reverse perspective”. The role of ritual
and gesture. Official, “courtly” and folk carnival culture. Forms of culture in the “autumn of the
Middle Ages” (I. Huizinga). The role of alchemy and astrology. Italian humanists and the
Renaissance; transition to the culture of the New Age.

Major changes in everyday culture by the beginning of the 17th century. The role of the
Great Geographical Discoveries in the formation of a polycentric picture of the world. The role
of reformation and counter-reformation processes in the 16th—17th centuries. Contents and forms
of the “scientific revolution” of the 16th—17th centuries. The principle of individualism in
philosophy, ethics, politics. Problems of relationships between man, society and the state in the
concepts of educators. Features of early romanticism in the “high” culture of Europe. The
formation of a positivist worldview. The birth of “mass culture”, remythologization of culture.
The phenomenon of modernism, its relationship with the culture of the Enlightenment and
romanticism.

The role of “primary monotheism”, the origins of magic and religion (J. Frazer).

The experience of “sacred” and “secular” space and time in archaic rituals (M. Eliade).

The role of the name, age-related initiations, attitude towards birth and death; the concept
of “participation” (L. Levy-Bruhl). Early forms of religion.

Topic IV. Russian culture: gender stereotypes and their formation.
Differences between the concepts of “sex” and “gender”.

Subject of gender studies. Reforms of Peter the Great and changes in home life?
Stereotyping the female image in the mid-19th century.

Topic V. Concepts of culture in anthropology and ethnology.

“Culture” and “nature” as opposing and complementary concepts.

The role of the natural environment in the formation of a person’s “cultural settlement”.
