ANNOTATION
The discipline “History of Literature of the Countries of the Main Foreign Language (US
Literature)” is included in the variable part of the curriculum in the direction of preparation 03.45.01.
Philology with the profile “Applied Philology (foreign languages)”. This discipline is implemented by the
Department of Theory and Practice of Translation of the Russian State University for the Humanities in the
3rd and 4th semesters of the second year.

The subject of the discipline is the history of American literature of the 17th-20th centuries.

The purpose of the discipline is to develop a clear understanding of the periods of development of
American literature; master a range of knowledge on the historical poetics of American literature (the
formation of epic, lyric poetry, drama; the formation of the genre system), etc.



Objectives of the discipline:

» master historical and literary facts, systematized in accordance with modern literary approaches and
strategies for analyzing foreign language literary texts;

* obtain systematic knowledge about the dynamics of the literary process in America in the period from the
17th century to the 20th century;

« identify the main national features of the development of American literature in connection with the
cultural and historical context;

» get acquainted with modern theoretical approaches to the phenomena of American literature and with
possible strategies for analyzing key texts;

* develop the ability to adequately interpret a fragment of a prose text in the original, as well as perform a
stylistic analysis of a poetic text in correlation with its translation/s into Russian.

The discipline is aimed at developing the following competencies:

OPK-1 is the ability to demonstrate an understanding of the history, current state and prospects for the
development of philology in general and its specific,

OPK-3 - the ability to demonstrate knowledge of basic principles and concepts in the field of literary
theory, history of literature,

studied and literature(s), communication theory, philological analysis and text interpretation,
