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1. First, read the text or article to get a general idea of the subject matter as well as the author's
attitude.

2. Then read through a second time to identify the main points. You can either go this
paragraph by paragraph or heading by heading. Identify the topic sentences. These are usually the first
sentences of each paragraph. They give the main idea for the paragraph (with the following sentences
supporting this main idea). Also look for the concluding sentence in the paragraph as this often
summarizes the paragraph.

3. Now write the main idea of each paragraph in one sentence. Use your own words rather than
the author's words. This is important: if you copy what the author has written, you'll probably write too
much!

4. Start pulling out key facts or findings from the text which support the author's main idea.
You need to decide which are the most important or relevant.

5. When you have written all your sentences, you should be able to get a good overview of the
whole text. This overview can be your introduction to your summary. In your introduction, you'll also
need to give the author's name and the title of the text you are summarizing.

6. At this point, you'll need to organize all the information in the most logical way. You might
also have repeated ideas or details that you'll need to delete.

7. Don't forget to include linking words so your reader can easily follow your thoughts. This
will help your summary flow better, and help you avoid writing short sentences without any
connection between them.

Remember:

. Don't copy the article. Paraphrase, instead.

. Don't give your opinion.

. Edit what you write. Check your English grammar, spelling and punctuation mistakes.

. Introduction (your overview)

. Summarizing the main ideas, with the key facts or figures that support the ideas.
