The History of the Engish Text (an extract of the subject)
The Goal of the Subjext: to give students a general outlook of the main milestones in the course
of establishing and developing the norms of writing texts in English
The Chief Tasks of the Subject:
- to describe the stages in the English literary norm development;
- to estimate the scope of the historical change in the strategies of creating a text in English (on
the material taken from the English textual heritage of the 16th -19th centuries);
- to elucidate the most significant tendencies of changing the form and content of different text
genres (with academic texts being chiefly in the spotlight).

Having mastered the course the students are to:
Know about the historical grounding for diversity of textual intercourse in modern British
society; principal rules of composing various types of texts in English; laws and customs



facilitating academic discourse in English; chief stages of stabilizing the literary norm of the
English language.

Be able to understand to what extent the present day form and content particularity of English
texts are influenced by the history of fiction, publicist and academic genres development; aptly
process the contents of a text taking into account its genre properties; distinguish between
diachronic and synchronic style markers in different text types (academic text being
predominantly in focus);

Have at their Disposal

- skills of telling explicit from implicit information in a text, abilities to spot and interprete
intertextual relations,

- systems of terms for describing diachronic and synchronic stylistic dominant features of a
text and functions of linguistic units in it,

- skills of grasping in detail the content of English academic texts and assessing their stylistic
value taking into account the interplay of diachronic and synchronic features of a given genre.

At the end of the course students are to pass an exam.
