HISTORY AND ARCHIVES

1. Early man did not read or write. The only surviving tangible records of his existence consist
of fragments of tools and etchings on cave walls. Yet the earliest bands of people were conscious of
their history and took measures to ensure that it survived. Many early cultures left the responsibility
of preserving the accumulated social memory to some functionary. A tribal elder, a priest, or a bard
was responsible for remembering and communicating a group’s past experiences. Using speech,
song, chant, and dance, early men and women told and retold their people’s history, myths, and
legends. Before writing, the oral tradition kept the cultures of the past alive.

2. Then came the written word. With writing, mankind was able to further
ensure that its experiences were remembered. While the oral tradition did not
disappear, records made possible a more precise account of the past. The
written word enabled societies to establish and communicate all types of knowledge that could be used
in all aspects of life.

3. Throughout the more than five thousand years that man has been recording experiences and
transactions, records have served a multitude of purposes. Through the centuries, historical records
have provided information on contemporary problems and issues. Records have lent administrative
continuity to governments, institutions, and organizations, and have provided the legal
documentation necessary to protect people’s rights and interests. Archival records have been used
for historical and genealogical research, to educate, and to enrich lives. They have been used as
political weapons by warring, conquering, and totalitarian states. They have been used to arouse
nationalistic feelings and patriotic sentiments. Archival systems and services continue to serve these
purposes and today most countries can boast of a national archives and regional numbers and
importance. An overview of the historical development of archival organizations and records
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maintenance provides a context for archivists to discuss and comprehend present-day archival
functions and management. Understanding the development of archival administration enables
archivists to better plan for their future.

1. A theme that has only been mentioned passingly in this paper is that of the user. During all
this time, the burden of user services has increased, until now, in many services, it has to be given the
major weighting. We are beginning to see some systematic analytical studies of the users of archives
services, but in reality most users are too small a group (even now) and too closely linked with the
archivists to be treated successfully as the target of a scientific analysis. To a great extent we already
know the answers; not that this absolves us from undertaking the analytical work.

2. However, it is now becoming plain that access to the Internet is bringing in a new, very
widely-scattered user group. It is also clear, even in these early days, that there will be radical
reassessments of the shape and purpose of published finding aids.

In these, many cherished
practices will be dropped--lengthy provenance notes, technical language, lists in which the sorting
key is an undecodeable reference-even long pages. Hypertext links may be used not only to lead
readers to linked documents but also to allow rapid scanning.

3. These developments signal a quite new relationship with the users, which is certain to affect
the shape even of in-house finding aids, and hence to change the process of sorting and listing. The
new style will be much more open to the lay person's understanding, and at a distance too. Since we
will be directly open to the criticisms not only of Web browsers but also to our colleagues and peers,
who will have easy and normal access to our material, we will be much more aware of what is
standard, even if we do not explicitly follow a formal standard. This will be the end of a process | saw
developing in my days in Devon.

4. An important change to the general structure of archives service in the UK, observable from
the end of 1994, is that we are now much more likely to have a good academic base with which these
and other professional questions can be developed. Five years ago we had no full-time academic posts
to support professional work; we now have three strongly-developing academic departments, and a
large increase in the output of university-based archive services. At the time of writing there is no
certainty that these new bodies will be able to survive in the long term; that is perhaps a matter for the
professional bodies to take up with government and the funding agencies.

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public beliefs and institutions. In particular, British archivists pinned their faith on the ancient shires,
which seemed likely to last for ever.

Consequently, change in the basic structure and nature of local government, when it came,
proved traumatic. The effects of this change are continuing. Similarly, changes to the university
archives services have been imposed by changes in the nature of their institutions.

The same can be said of many archives services in specialist organisations or in the private
sector. One result has been the destabilising of the career prospects of young entrants. There will be
more changes of this kind. They will alter the look of the profession, and the way its members operate
in their immediate environment, in ways that are difficult to predict. Yet overall, it has been a success
story, and it is possible to hope that success may continue.

The Society of Archivists celebrates its 50th anniversary this year. This article by one of the
UK's most influential archivists looks at the changes that have taken place during that period from the
perspective of an archivist whose career has spanned virtually the whole of the first 50 years of the
Society's existence.

1. The House of Lords Record Office holds the archives of both Houses of Parliament. The
archives are kept in the Victoria Tower which measures nearly 400 feet to the top of the flagpole. The
tower was purpose-built as a repository for the records of Parliament following the fire of 1834 which
destroyed many records of the House of Commons.

2. The earliest record in the archives - an Act of Parliament - dates from 1497. Other records
include some of great constitutional significance, such as the Death Warrant of Charles I, the Bill of
Rights (1689), the Articles of Union between England and Scotland of 1706, and the Reform Act of
1832.

3. The graphic designs in the Record Office include a sequence of royal signatures, all taken
from documents in the archives. It is complete from King Henry VII to the present sovereign,
Elizabeth II.

4. As well as records of national importance, there are sources in the Record Office for family

and local historians. These include Acts of Parliament to effect divorces, naturalizations and changes
of name, plans deposited in connection with private Bills for the construction of railways, roads and
other such schemes, etc.
As far as admission and access are concerned, intending searchers should write or telephone for an
appointment, giving at least a week's notice, describing the nature of their research and (if
possible) the specific documents to be consulted. No special letters of introduction are required and no
readers' tickets are issued. Access to the office is by the public entrance nearest to the Victoria Tower
on the west front of the Houses of Parliament. The entrance is suitable for disabled access. The
adjacent Pass Office will issue a day pass for admission to the Record Office on proof of identity and
on confirmation of appointment.

5. The Search Room is open to members of the public from Monday to Friday (certain Public
Holidays excepted). The Search Room supervisor will advise about use of the records and explain the
range of lists and finding aids which are available together with works of biographical and
parliamentary reference. The use of portable computers, scanners and dictaphones is at the discretion
of the supervisor. Copying facilities are available. But the Record Office will allow photocopying
only if there is no risk of damage to original records. Searchers are requested to help safeguard the
documentary heritage for the use of future generations by observing the Search Room regulations for
the handling of records.

1. Curiously, the advent of computing as a universal tool has not itself been very radical in its
effect. At one time it appeared likely that computing for archives would become a distinct speciality in
the profession, and a strongly-developing new curriculum element in the training courses. In 1988 |

2. Both of these perceptions have proved to be wrong. There has been little perceptible
harmonisation, even in small or developing countries, and currently there seems no debate on it, even
in countries where archivists and librarians are trained alongside each other. The earlier view of the
status of computing for archives is apparently just as dead. The student intake of 1996 is the first that
has come through school and first degree experience with a ready command of computing techniques.
This has made it obvious that teachers on archival courses do not have to train students in IT, which
therefore ceases to be a distinct element in the course, and instead have the task of showing how the
new technology might be used to support professional processes.

3. In one swift blow this development has halted what had been a curriculum element of
growing importance, and replaced it with a field in which much of the research has still to be done.
Although this development has certainly appeared at first as a setback, it is in fact a significant step
forward, it has presented the academic centres with a viable field for their research and development
work, and has greatly facilitated more traditional course elements (such as archive  or records
management) by providing effective tools ready to hand. Looking back, I now deeply regret having
been one of those who tried, too early as we can now see, to train colleagues in primitive and
undeveloped IT.

4. On the other hand, the coming of automation in general administration has presented us with
the biggest and most urgent field of research since the rediscovery of the riches of our medieval
archives in the late nineteenth century. Although much research work done in the richer countries has
laid down a good base of theory, the practice of electronic records and archives management has all
still to be done. Here is a major element in the research and development agenda for the next few
years.

5. The enormous shake-up of higher education that started in 1992 and has not yet been fully
worked through has by 1996 shown clearly that for the immediate future we shall not be left to develop
our own training systems. The intake of students, the length and weighting of their (modularised)
courses, the fees payable, and the allocation of scholarships or bursaries, are all undergoing change
impelled from government agencies, or from Brussels. The actual subjects taught, of course, are still
under the control of the teachers of professional subjects, aided by the Society of Archivists, but
everything else is externally driven. This is a new experience, and not a cosy one.

Roles for the academic base of the profession

Teaching on what became the Master of History degree course, over 28 years, has been more
directly revealing of change than any other aspect of my professional work. In the early days the
atmosphere was in many ways similar to what | had experienced at Bodley. My task was to represent
what the historians termed ‘practical’ issues and subjects, and do my best to make sure that these had
due weight on the course provided. This involved some in-fighting in meetings, but also a long
dialogue with the main representative of traditional academic values, Dr Dorothea Oschinsky.

I remember Dorothea with affection, and would like to say that our dialogue was rarely
oppositional. She was open to new ideas, and in fact had a kind of fatalistic appreciation that her own
disciplines would relatively decline. Her own historical work indeed, was not entirely traditional. She
will be remembered not only as the editor of a difficult medieval treatise, but also as an economic
historian interested in the technicalities of accounting. The introduction of  technical and business
archives was therefore not an issue; and opposition to the teaching of management came from other
quarters.

Records management was a strong component of the course even in 1969, which shows that
there was an immediate response to the Cambridge seminar of the year before. We began to include a
short course on computing for archives in 1970.

Throughout the period 1968-1995 profound changes occurred in the weighting and character of the
archives training course, but all these changes were gradual and were the result of ongoing debates
within the profession, and our response to what we perceived as market pressures.

Despite a requirement for some knowledge of Latin, still maintained (for the present, at least), the
pressure of applications never ceased, so that we may claim, perhaps, that our main clients were
satisfied with the general character of the curriculum. When the Society of Archivists began to
recognise and formally visit the training courses, the dialogue between academics and professionals
became more formalised, but this event did not in fact do much, directly, to alter the curriculum.

The Society's visitors were articulating needs that we had ourselves largely recognised, and the
kind of changes they asked for were those that we had been accustomed to develop ourselves.
Pressures from the profession at large have therefore been to adapt and fine-tune, rather than to
restructure--though we should remember that the overall effect, over time, has been quite radical. The
really radical changes have begun to occur in 1996 and will continue for the next few years, both at
Liverpool and elsewhere. They stem from changes of government policy, university funding, the
development of alternative methods of training, and from the impact of ideas and practices coming
from other disciplines. Changes in the university courses also, of course, parallel changes in the
organisation of the profession itself, and especially as far as this is manifested in the structure and role
of the Society of Archivists.

The Public Record Office holds the
records of the central law courts as well as those of the business of direct ruling; in earlier times the
functions were inextricably linked.
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2. Most public records are written on parchment or paper in manuscript or, equally in recent
years, typescript, but increasingly electrostatic copies are to be found and electronic records on tapes
and discs are also being transferred for preservation.

3. The records span 900 years, the earliest being that phenomenal survey of the kingdom
conducted by William the Conqueror which the Anglo-Saxons nicknamed «Domesday». With no
revolutionaries or invaders to destroy them, the queen’s records have remained virtually intact from
the early middle ages. Until the mid-nineteenth century they were kept, by and large, in the office or
courts which created them. When the cupboards and shelves started to overflow, they might be sent off
to be stored somewhere else. Access was restricted in a rather haphazard way; there were as many
record keepers as there repositories, and each guarded his charges jealously. Only the tenacious and the
relentlessly inquisitive could get to see them and use them for historical or legal purposes.

4. With the nineteenth century came stirrings of a scientific approach to history and a new
consciousness of the importance of original sources. Between 1800 and 1837 six royal Commissions
agonised over the problem of the state archives. In 1838 the Public Record Office was established by
Act of Parliament, to take care and control of the legal records, Exchequer and fourteen years later all
departmental records were brought under its auspices. From 60 different storehouses the sacks and
parcels of rolls and writs and files were brought into the repository in Chancery Lane; from the Tower,
Westminster Abbey and all the nooks and crannies where they had been hidden.

5. As soon as there was somewhere official for them to be stored, the records kept appearing, as
it were, from nowhere. By 1928 there were 35 miles of shelves’ full. Government now produces in one
year enough paperwork to fill 100 miles of shelves. A carefully devised system of inspection has
evolved which ensures that a proper selection is made whereby all that is necessary for practical
purposes is retained and enough of the rest to document the history of the nation and its people. In
1954 the following principles of selection were laid down: files were to be reviewed after five years in
the departments and the reviewers were to ask themselves if the records were of any continuing use. It
was reckoned that anything of lasting historical value would survive that process. When the files were
25 years old, or the oldest paper on them was of that age, then they would be looked at again by the
department and the Public Record Office together. The records selected after the second review should
be transferred to the Office unless the department still needed them for administrative use. About a
shelf mile of records are taken in every year.
