Topic 1. Causes and factors of language changes.
Language change as the choice of variants. Actual, historical and genetic equivalence of language
units. The origin of English. Degree and rate of language changes in the history of English. Internal



and external factors of language changes. The manner of language existence as the basis for its
periodization. The main characteristics of English language existence in Old, Middle and Modern
periods. Dialects, writing and norm, language contacts and the development of national
language/standard in the history of English.

Section II.  Old English period.

Topic 2. Historical conditions and manner of existence of Old English.

The role of Anglo-Saxon invasion of Britain and the influence of tribal dialects of Angles, Saxons and
Jutes on the development of Old English. Territorial dialects. Alphabets and writing system. The role
of Christianization on the development of writing system. The role of Scandinavian invasion in the
growing power of Wessex and West Saxon dialect. West Saxon dialect as the first written norm in the
history of English. Written manuscripts: documents, prose, poetry. Epic poem «Beowulf».

Topic 3. Origin and peculiarities of Old English (OE) phonetics and spelling.

Origin of Old English phonetic system. Origin of consonants: Grimm’s Law, Verner’s Law, west-
Germanic germination, rhotacism, ingvaeonic nasal spirant law, positional
voicing/devoicing/hardening of fricatives. Origin of vowels: Common Germanic independent changes,
north-western and OE breaking, ingvaeonic palatalization, monophthongization and diphthongization,
umlauts (front and back). Features of OE writing and spelling.

Topic 4. Origin and characteristics of OF grammar.

Indo-European (IE) and Common Germanic features of OE grammar. OE as a synthetic language.
Parts of speech. Noun declension and verb conjugation. Gender, number, case and their formal
expression. Grammatical categories and morphological classification of verbs. Meaning of
flections/personal endings. IE vowel gradation/ablaut and its reflection in strong verb classification.
Classification and peculiarities of Common Germanic dental suffix in OE weak verbs. Preterite-
Present verbs. Anomalous verbs. Beon/wesan paradigm.

Topic 5. Origin and characteristics of OF vocabulary.

Etymological basis of OE vocabulary: native and borrowed words. IE and Common Germanic layers.
Celtic and Latin borrowings. Classification of Latin loan words and ways of their entering the OE
language. The role of word formation in OE. Functional-stylistic differentiation of vocabulary:
common, learned, poetic words. Vocabulary of OE poetry. Epic poem «Beowulf».

Section II1. Middle English.

Topic 6. Historical conditions and manner of existence of Middle English (ME).

The role of Norman Conquest in lowering the status and importance of English in Early ME and the
appearance of diglossia. The difference of Anglo-French diglossia from Anglo-Scandinavian
bilingualism. ME dialects and written manuscripts. Factors of growing power of London dialect and in
Late ME and formation of national standard. Geoffrey Chaucer. ‘Canterbury Tales’.

Topic 7. Origin and peculiarities of Middle English (ME) phonetics and spelling.

Quantitative and qualitative vowel changes. Monophthongization of diphthongs. Dialectal
development of labialized vowels and its reflection in Modern English. The development of low/open
vowels and their representation in spelling. Positional lengthening and shortening of vowels.
Development of consonants. The development of sibilants and affricates. Fricatives turning into
separate phonemes (their phonologization). Velar consonants development. Dropping of initial
pharyngeal. The source of new diphthongs. French influence on English spelling.

Topic 8. Grammatical changes in ME.



Declension and conjugation simplification. Loss of gender. Category of case transformation.
Reduction of case and number formal marks in the noun system. Changes in the system of verbal
categories and their formal marks. Dialectal development of verbal endings and their fixation in
national language. Transformation of weak and strong verbs into modern regular and irregular verbs.
The destiny of preterite-present and anomalous verbs.

Topic 9. ME vocabulary.

Loss of OE words from social and cultural sphere due to the low status of English in ME period.
Factors of appearance of French and Scandinavian borrowings, time and ways of their entrance into
the English national language. Semantic classification of Scandinavian and French loan words.
Consequences of Roman borrowings: enriching word building and synonymy. Etymological doublets
as a result of borrowings. ME literature. ‘Canterbury Tales’ by Geoffrey Chaucer.

Section 1V. Early Modern English (MnE).

Topic 10. Historical conditions of English language development in Early MnE.

The significance of great geographical discoveries, Renaissance culture and Church Reformation for
the development of English. The role of Bible translations and book printing in establishing the literary
norm; writers and philologists’ contribution into language development. Directions of conscious work
on language norm/standard in Early MnE: vocabulary enrichment, spelling and grammar unification.
Appearance of social dialects and territorial variants of English.

Topic 11. Phonetic and spelling changes in Early MnE.

Long vowels development. The Great Vowel Shift: its character, causes and consequences. The
scheme of the Great Vowel Shift. Other changes of vowels in Early MnE: narrowing and broadening,
short vowels palatalization. Lengthening of vowels before groups of consonants. New sources of
fricatives phonologization and development of sibilants and affricates.

Topic 12. Grammatical changes in Early MnE.

Consolidation of 2-case system in noun declension. Changes in the system of pronouns and adjectives.
Stylistic differentiation in nominal and verbal flections/endings. Development of analytical forms in
the system of the verb. Changes in the syntactic system of English.

Topic 13. Early MnE vocabulary.

Etymological basis of Early MnE vocabulary. Growth of borrowings. Revival of ancient words. Variety and
synonymy of word-building models. Abundance of Latin borrowings, their semantic and word-formation
models. Purism. Words from exotic languages.

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THE BRIEF OF THE COURSE

The course is done in English at the Department of English Philology and the Department of
Translation and Interpretation, the Institute of Philology and History.
The course objective is to explore the changes the English language underwent at the various stages of
its evolution and to further apply such knowledge to examine authentic texts on English history,
literature and culture.
The tasks of the course:
e To look into the major trends of the phonology system, orthography, grammar and
lexical systems of the English language throughout the Old, Middle and Early Modern
English periods;
e To acquire the skill of reading, translating and construing extracts from the authentic
texts in English dated back to 7-17 centuries.
e To learn basic techniques to analyse linguistic phenomena in terms of Grammar,
Vocabulary, Phonetics in selected extracts of the authentic texts in English dated back to
7-17 centuries
The course is intended to instil the following competencies:
GPC-1 the skill to translate from the native language into the foreign language and back has been
mastered.
The basic features of the English language evolution stages can be analysed and used to deal with texts
related to different stages.
The structure of the texts related to different stages of the English language evolutions can be
compared to the structure of the texts in the native language.
GPC- 1.2. The essentials of the native language and the foreign language have been acquired.
Involvement in discussing literary works dated to different ages and usage of the knowledge of all the
English language levels system in different epochs.
Involvement in discussing two major literary works of the Old English Period (‘Beowulf’) and Middle
English Period (‘Canterbury Tales’ by G. Chauser) by making a report based on the analysis of the
respective theory and own analysis of the literary works.
Having completed the course, a student is supposed to:

e To be able to: to apply basic linguistic techniques to analyse phenomena in terms of Grammar,
Vocabulary, Phonetics in selected extracts of the authentic texts in English dated back to 7-17
centuries;

English dated back to 7-17 centuries.
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
