History as a science. Achievements and problems in the study of
national history at the end of the 20th century: new approaches and
modern methods of historical research. The role of historical
sources in the study of history.

Chronological and geographical framework of the Russian
history course. The history of countries, peoples, regions that were
part of Russia at different stages of its existence as part of Russian
history.

The history of Russia as part of world history. The need to study
the history of Russia in connection with the history of other
countries and peoples, in connection with the main events and
processes that had a great influence on the course of world history.

Peoples and states on the
territory of modern
Russia in ancient times.
Rus' in the IX - first third
of the XIII century.

Topic 1. Peoples and political entities on the territory of
modern Russia in ancient times

Human Origins. Modern ideas about anthropogenesis. Findings of
remains of ancient people on the territory of modern Russia.
Language families. Genesis of the Indo-Europeans.

The settlement of the territory of modern Russia by modern
humans. Archaeological periodization (Stone Age, Chalcolithic,
Bronze Age, Iron Age). Archaeological sources and their role in
history. Monuments of the Stone Age on the territory of Russia.
“Neolithic Revolution™: the transition from an appropriating
economy to a producing economy on the territory of Eurasia and
the emergence of ancient states. Bronze Age cultures of the 3rd —
2nd millennium BC. e. and the origins of the modern peoples of
Central and Eastern Europe. Greek colonization VII - VI centuries.
BC. and development of the Northern Black Sea region. Scythians
and their neighbors. Roman domination in the Northern Black Sea
region and its collapse in the 4th century. AD

Topic 2. The beginning of the Middle Ages. Eastern Europe in
the middle of the 1st millennium AD.

Archaeological cultures of Eastern Europe of the 1st millennium

Migration of Peoples and new ethnopolitical associations in
Eastern Europe: the power of Attila, the Turkic and Avar
Khaganates, Great Bulgaria. Khazar Khaganate.

The question of the Slavic ancestral home and the origin of the
Slavs. The settlement of the Slavs, their division into three
branches: eastern, western and southern. Slavic tribes and
Byzantium in the VI-IX centuries. n. e.: relationships and mutual
influence.

The economy of the Eastern Slavs, their social system and political
organization. Religious ideas.

Topic 3. Formation of the state of Rus

Reports by Byzantine and Arab authors of the 6th—10th centuries.
about the social development of Slavic tribes. The process of
colonization, the agricultural system, the transition from the tribal
to the neighboring community, the emergence of proto-cities.
"Tribal Principalities". Old Russian paganism.
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The formation of transcontinental trade routes - the Volga and
“from the Varangians to the Greeks.” Data from archaeology,
numismatics and written sources on the international economic
relations of Rus'.

Geographical, ethnopolitical and sociocultural features of the
development of medieval states and societies in Europe: synthetic
and non-synthetic paths of development. The first political
unifications in the south and north of Rus' and the formation of the
Old Russian state.

“service system” of society in Rus' and in the countries of Eastern

Monomakh and his activities.

The adoption of Christianity under Prince Vladimir: state reform
and cultural revolution. The Orthodox Church in Rus":
organization, relationships with the princely authorities: “Charters”
of Vladimir and Yaroslav the Wise. The process of Christianization
of Rus' and its features. The Orthodox Church and its functions in
medieval society. Daily activities of the clergy.

Discussions about the level of socio-economic relations and the
social system of Rus' in the 10th—12th centuries. in modern science.
Foreign policy and international relations: relations with
Byzantium, the countries of Central, Western and Northern
Europe, the Pecheneg Horde and Rus' at the end of the 10th - first
half of the 11th century.

Topic 5. Rus' in the mid-XII - early XIII centuries.

Economic and socio-political prerequisites for the emergence of
independent principalities. The collapse of the early feudal
monarchy: paths and models of development of ancient Russian
lands and principalities in the 12th — early 13th centuries.
Vladimir-Suzdal Principality of the 12th—13th centuries. and
features of its socio-political development. The “autocratic”
princes Andrei Bogolyubsky, Vsevolod III and their policies.
Suzdal "opole" and the cities of North-Eastern Rus'.

"Mr. Veliky Novgorod." Social structure of the urban community:
street communities, “hundreds”, “ends”. Novgorod boyars.
Republican institutions of power: stages of development and
reform. Relations of Novgorod with the princes. Hansa and
Hanseatic trade.

Smolensk principality, Pskov land, Galicia-Volyn, Chernigov and
Kiev principalities: features of socio-political and cultural
development.

Economy of ancient Rus'": agriculture, animal husbandry, crafts.
Demographic estimates of the population of Rus'. Peasant farming,
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level and way of life. The emergence of estates and dependent
populations according to archeology and “Russian Truth”.

Natural-climatic factor: “Little Ice Age”. Demographic shifts,
relationships between city and countryside, changes in the
settlement system, “coinless period.” Decline of the Byzantine
Empire.

Creation of the empire of Genghis Khan and his descendants. “The
Great Western Campaign”: the course of the invasion and the
reasons for the success of the Mongol army. The Golden Horde in
the XIII-XIV centuries: borders, population, social system,
governance mechanism, type of relationship with the Russian
principalities. The significance of the label on the “Great Reign of
Vladimir”.

Relations between Rus' and the Horde: modern scientific
approaches and controversial issues. Direct and indirect
consequences of the dependence of Russian lands: deformations in
the cultural, socio-economic and political development of Rus.

Topic 2. North-Eastern Rus' in the XIV - mid-XV centuries.
Principalities of North-Eastern Rus'. Moscow and its rivals.
Prerequisites and features of the process of unification of the
northeastern lands of Rus' in the XIV-XV centuries. Dmitry
Donskoy, Metropolitan Alexy and the creation of a union of
Russian principalities against the Horde at the end of the 14th
century. Battle of Kulikovo.

Land development, emergence of new cities. Posad communities
and features of their development in Rus' in comparison with
medieval European cities. Sergius of Radonezh and monastic
colonization. The formation of church and secular patrimonial land
ownership; “letters of grant” and feudal immunity. “Children of the
boyars”, “sovereign court” and the administration of the Moscow
princes. The Orthodox Church, its status and politics.

The political decline of the Golden Horde and the stages of the
struggle of Russian princes against the Horde yoke. Moscow under
Donskoy's successors. Dynastic war in the Moscow principality in
the 2nd quarter of the 15th century. and its interpretation in modern
scientific literature.
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The fall of Constantinople and the change in the church-political
role of Moscow in the Orthodox world. Relations between Rus' and
Sweden and the Livonian Confederation in the XII — XV centuries.
The disintegration of the Horde into separate political entities.
Peoples and states of the steppe zone of Eastern Europe and Siberia
in the XIII-XV centuries.

Topic 3. Grand Duchy of Lithuania and Russia

Formation of the Lithuanian state in the 13th century. Politics of
the Grand Dukes Gediminas, Olgerd and Vytautas. Annexation of
southern and western Russian lands. Rivalry between Lithuanian
and Moscow unification centers in the 14th—15th centuries.
Relations with the Horde. Union with Poland in 1385 and its
consequences.

Lithuanian “model” of development of society and state and its
features. Social structure of the population. Cities and urban law.
Lithuanian statute. Land tenure system; the emergence of the farm
and serfdom. Confirmation of gentry class rights. Political system:
Sejm, "lords-rada", king. Wars with Moscow at the end of the 15th
- first half of the 16th century. and the Union of Lublin 1569

Topic 4. Old Russian medieval culture

Characteristic features of the medieval worldview are ideas about
the meaning of life, the world order, relationships between people,
family and marriage. The religious picture of the world and the
system of moral values of medieval man. The phenomenon of dual
faith.

Byzantine heritage in Rus'. The emergence of writing and the main
genres of ancient Russian literature. Chronicle. Architecture and
fine arts: national and regional characteristics.

Education and level of literacy in ancient Rus', Novgorod birch
bark letters. Daily life of peasants and townspeople.

Formation of a unified
Russian state at the end of
the XV — XVII centuries.

Topic 1. Moscow kingdom of the XVI century.

Europe and the world in the era of the Late Middle Ages. The
formation of nation states in Europe: general and specific.
“Gathering” of lands and the formation of a unified Russian state
under Ivan III and Vasily III. Elimination of Rus"s dependence on
the Horde. Expansion of international relations of the Russian state.
Military conflicts with the Grand Duchy of Lithuania, Crimean and
Kazan khanates.

The local system and the local army, reforms of the 30s—50s. XVI
century (monetary reform and taxation system, the emergence of
institutions-orders, Code of Laws of 1497 and 1550, provincial,
zemstvo and military reforms). The appearance of the Zemsky
Sobor. Formation of state symbols and ideology: the Moscow coat
of arms and "The Legend of the Princes of Vladimir." Church and
grand ducal power.

Oprichnina as a political and sociocultural phenomenon and its
assessment in historical science. Split of the state apparatus, the
“court” and the army. Economic crisis of the 70—80s. X VI century
and the formation of serfdom. The campaign of Ataman Ermak
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Timofeevich and the beginning of the annexation of Western
Siberia.

Suppression of the royal Rurik dynasty. Zemsky Sobor of 1598 and
the reign of Boris Godunov. Establishment of the Patriarchate.

Topic 2. Russia at the turn of the XVI-XVII centuries. "Time
of Troubles".

The crisis of state and society at the turn of the 16th—17th centuries.
and its reasons.

The phenomenon of impostor. Civil War and Foreign Invasion. The
deposition of Tsar Vasily Shuisky and the 1610 agreement on the
transfer of the throne to the Polish prince Vladislav. Zemstvo
militias 1611-1612 and the liberation of Moscow. Zemsky Sobor
1613 Election of Mikhail Fedorovich Romanov to the throne.

The end of the Time of Troubles. Restoration of the control system
and the fight against detachments of free Cossacks. Military
operations against the troops of the Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth and Sweden. The Stolbovo Treaty with Sweden
and the conclusion of the Deulin Truce with the Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth. Loss of Smolensk and Seversk lands. The price of
the first civil war in Russian history.

Topic 3. The era of the first Romanovs

The first Romanovs and their entourage. The management system,
the flourishing of the order system and the cessation of the
activities of Zemsky Sobors. Voivodeship administration and local
“worlds”. The Council Code of 1649: features of medieval law.
“Military revolution” and the Moscow army of the 17th century.
Regiments of the “new order” as the forerunner of a new type of
army. Monetary system; direct and indirect taxes.

Church in Russian society of the 16th—17th centuries: organization,
relations with secular authorities. The meaning, content and
cultural consequences of the reform of Patriarch Nikon.
Formation of market relations and the emergence of the first
manufactories. Economic potential of the country and conditions
for business development. (New Trade Charter, monetary reform,
tax reform of 1679, support for industrial enterprises, state
monopolies). Foreigners on the Russian market.

Peasant farming and peasant community in Russia. “The second
edition of serfdom” in the countries East of the Elbe and the
development of serfdom in Russia in the 17th century. Riots and
uprisings in Russia in the 17th century.

City and townspeople in Russia: management, conditions for the
development of crafts and trade. Service people in the 16th—17th
centuries: categories; conditions of service, land tenure; legal
status, localism.

Advancement of Russian borders east to the shores of the Amur
and the Pacific Ocean Expansion of international contacts of the
Russian state in the 16th-17th centuries. Annexation of the Volga
region and Siberia. Serif features and advancement in the “Wild
Field”. Russia and the Thirty Years' War (1618—1648) in Europe;
Smolensk War.
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Pereyaslav Rada of 1654 and the entry of Ukraine into Russia.
Foreign policy of Russia in the 16th—17th centuries. in the West
(Sweden, Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth) and East (Crimea,
Turkey, Iran, Central Asia). The rise to power of the Manchu Qing
dynasty in China and the Treaty of Nerchinsk in 1689.
Ambassadorial order and the organization of diplomatic relations
with the countries of Asia and Europe.

Topic 4. Russian culture in the XVI-XVII centuries.

Western influence in Russian culture of the 17th century. and the
main channels of its penetration. The spread of European
“curiosities” in the everyday life of the Russian nobility.
“Worldization” of Russian culture and its reflection in architecture,
literature, and art. Formation of Old Believer culture (“The Life of
Archpriest Avvakum™)

Schools and education. Slavic-Greek-Latin Academy. The
emergence of printing in Western Europe and Russia (Johann
Gutenberg, Francis Skaryna, Ivan Fedorov). Publishing alphabets
and primers.

History writing (“Degree Book”, “Facebook Chronicle”, New
Chronicler”). Chronicles and polemical works of the Time of
Troubles. Publication of the printed “Synopsis”.

The emergence of a national style in Russian architecture of the
17th century. New trends in painting and architecture of the late
17th century.

Society on the eve of Peter's reforms: the crisis of traditionalism.
Traditions and innovations in the lifestyle of people in the 17th
century. Formation of ideas and stereotypes about Russia in
Europe.

Russian empire
Russia. XVIII century.

Topic 1. Russia in the era of transformations of Peter I

The ideological basis and ideology of the “regular” (police) state
(“Truth of the will of monarchs” by F. Prokopovich).

Changes in the structure and type of government; rationalization
and modernization of the state apparatus and the foundations of the
civil service, introduction of bureaucratic principles of personnel
selection. Using the experience of European countries and Moscow
traditions.

General Regulations of 1720. Foundation of the Senate, provincial
and collegiate reforms, court, prosecutor's office, fiscal. The
emergence of police and political intelligence agencies. First and
second regional reforms.

Consolidation of the nobility. Decree on single inheritance of 1714.
Table of ranks of 1722, titles and orders - a new order of service
and a social “elevator”. Petersburg as a model of a new capital.
Changes in the life of Russian cities. Church reform: abolition of
the patriarchate, creation of the Synod, management of monastic
estates. Founding of the new capital - St. Petersburg.

Economic policy of Peter I and its target orientation. Currency
reform. Creation of new industries. The emergence and
development of metallurgy in the Urals. Mercantilism and
protectionism. Financial system. The introduction of passports and
poll taxes and the social consequences of this reform.
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Resistance to reforms and social protest. Causes, main participants,
scale and goals of the uprisings in Astrakhan, Bashkiria, and the
Don.

Creation of a regular army and navy. Recruitment kits and
permanent conscription. Transformation of the diplomatic service
and organization of permanent missions in foreign countries. The
Northern War and the Persian Campaign - the formation and
recognition of Russia as a great European power. The problem of
the cost of transformations.

Topic 2. The era of “palace coups”. 1725-1762

The phenomenon of “palace coups”, their causes and
consequences. “Technology” of coups: open political
confrontation, military coup, palace conspiracy.

Correction of Peter's "legacy". New phenomena and institutions in
the governance mechanism: the guard, councils under the
sovereign and favoritism. The evolution of class privileges of the
nobility. An attempt to establish a “constitutional monarchy” in
1730. “Bironovschina” and the realities of the reign of Anna
Ioannovna. Russian reformers of the mid-18th century: projects
and activities of P.I. and L.I. Shuvalov. The reign of Elizabeth
Petrovna and Peter IIl. The evolution of class privileges of the
nobility. Activities of the Legislative Commission (1754 - 1763).
Russia in the system of international relations of the mid-18th
century. The Seven Years' War and the "diplomatic revolution" of
the mid-18th century.

Topic 3. The era of Catherine 11

Catherine 1II as a politician and statesman “Order” of the Empress
and the “Laid Commission” of 1767. The political program of
“enlightened absolutism” in the pan-European context and its
implementation: secularization of church lands, decree on religious
tolerance, provincial reform of 1775: decentralization and
combination of crown institutions with elected positions.
“Unenlightened absolutism” of Paul I: the ideological basis of the
emperor’s policy and its assessment in the context of the history of
reforms in Russia in the 18th century. Coup of 1801

Russian society in the era of Catherine the Great. The emergence
of the practice of religious tolerance. Charters granted to cities and
nobility in 1785: the structure of class self-government. The city
and its citizens: features of the development of the “third estate” in
Russia. Serfdom and the evolution of tax-paying classes. Forms
and methods of social struggle. The uprising of Emelyan Pugachev.
School reform of 1786 and control over the education system.
Smolny Institute, Orphanage. Formation of university education
and scientific environment. Russian science in the 18th century.
The birth of the intelligentsia. New trends and styles in literature
and art.

Russian economy in the 18th century: creation of new industries;
government  regulation.  Formation  of  infrastructure:
communications, monetary reforms, stock exchange, banks, bills.
“Connecting” Russia to the world market and its consequences.
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“The Price Revolution” and its influence on the landowner
economy of the 18th century; "commodity corvée". Domestic and
foreign trade. Development of Novorossiya. Attracting immigrants
from Western Europe and the Balkan region to Russia.

Empire finances: direct and indirect taxes, budget and main items
of expenditure.

Discussion about the process and features of the initial stage of
development of Russian capitalism. The pace and level of
economic development of Russia in the 18th century. Capitalist and
“serf” manufacture. Decree on freedom of enterprise in 1775 and
the formation of a capitalist structure in the economy at the end of
the 18th century.

Army and diplomacy of Russia in the 18th century. Directions and
goals of foreign policy: wars with Turkey and Russia’s
participation in the fight against revolutionary France. Italian and
Swiss campaigns of A.V. Suvorov. The role of Russia in the
partitions of Poland. The entry into Russia of Right-Bank Ukraine,
Belarus and Lithuania. The peoples of the Caucasus in the context
of confrontation between Iran and the Ottoman Empire. Expanding
ties with Russia.

Discussions about the methods and forms of formation of the
territory of the Russian state “voluntary entry”, “colonization”,
“territorial expansion”). Various stages (from vassal relations to
incorporation) and “models” of the annexation process, depending
on the level of social and economic development of the periphery
and the presence of national sovereignty: Livonia and Estland,
“hetmanate” (left-bank Ukraine), Georgia, the peoples of Siberia
and the North Caucasus. National and religious politics on the
outskirts: forms of exploitation, preservation of the social order and
autonomy, construction of cities and fortified lines. National elites
in the Russian civil service.

Topic 4. Russian culture of the 18th century.

The 18th century is the century of Enlightenment. New ideas about
the structure of society (“Social contract”, “popular sovereignty”,
the idea of progress). Ideas of the rule of law and the principle of
separation of powers.

Modernization and Europeanization of the cultural and everyday
sphere and the sociocultural split of Russian society. Changes in
public consciousness, the content of education, norms of behavior,
and the value system of Russian people. General and special in the
situation of various layers of society in European countries and
Russia.

Creation of secular educational institutions, the Museum-
Kunstkamera, and the Academy of Sciences. The emergence of the
press. Establishment of Moscow University. The emergence of the
primary and secondary education system in the 18th century.
Magazines and journalism. N. I. Panin. MM. Shcherbatov. The
peasant question in the journals of N. I. Novikov. Ideas of A. N.
Radishchev.

New trends in Russian art and architecture. Changing styles. The
influence of European artistic culture. Theater of F. G. Volkov and
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the formation of the system of Imperial theaters. The serf theater
and the “serf intelligentsia.” The phenomenon of a Russian noble
estate.

Russian empire in the
XIX — early XX centuries.

Topic 1. On the way to reforms
The personality of Alexander I and the reforms of the beginning of
his reign: the creation of ministries. MM. Speransky, his ideas and
reform activities. “Charter of the Russian Empire” and
“Arakcheevshchina”.

The initial period of
modern Russian history
(beginning of XX century)

Topic 1. National crisis at the end of 1916 - beginning of 1917
The concept of state, social and national crisis. The nationwide
crisis at the end of 1916 - beginning of 1917, its manifestations in
politics, social relations, culture, and the psychological state of
society. The Duma and the Council of Ministers: cooperation and
conflicts in a growing crisis.

The First World War as a factor of revolution. Under the influence
of the mass death of soldiers at the front, the militarization of the
economy and active state regulation of socio-economic processes,
the deep crisis of government institutions, as well as the movement
of large masses of refugees, the accumulation of foreign prisoners
of war and foreign workers in the Russian rear, a radicalization of
public sentiment was observed. Increasing economic difficulties
layered on top of each other: food, transport, fuel crises. Mistakes
in industrial mobilization and its results. Public sentiment, the
attitude of different layers of society and political parties towards
the government and its institutions on the eve of 1917. The conflict
between government structures appointed by the emperor and the
State Duma. Requirements for a “responsible office”. Fundamental
changes in the composition of the army officer corps. Fatigue of
wide circles of society from the war. The revolution in Russia was
not inevitable, but the conspiracy of the Duma opposition, the
combination of objective and subjective factors and circumstances
in governing the country in a wartime crisis situation ultimately led
to a revolutionary explosion. The question of the degree of
inevitability of revolution. February events of 1917 in Petrograd.
Abdication of Nicholas II in Pskov. Overthrow of the monarchy
and attempts to overcome the political crisis. Reasons and forms of
interaction between the Petrograd Soviet and the Provisional
Government. The position of the leaders of Russian socialist parties
in relation to the Provisional Government. Order No. 1 and its
influence on the disintegration of the army. The main policy
directions of the Provisional Government: international policy,
agricultural policy, introduction of civil liberties, restoration of the
Patriarchate, preparation of elections to the Constituent Assembly.
“War to a victorious end” and the attitude of the masses to this
slogan.
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The Bolshevik policy in relation to the Provisional Government
and its dynamics - from support for dual power to the slogan “All
power to the Soviets!” Against the background of the crisis of old
concepts, the ideas of reorganizing society on the basis of social
justice, associated primarily with Marxism and communist ideas,
gained popularity. Russian Bolshevism, which was gaining
popularity and emerged as a radical movement of social
democracy, was a product of the era in question. The role of V.I.
Lenin in the development of a new policy. April theses. The July
crisis, the end of dual power, the “Kornilov rebellion” and its
suppression. Increasing economic difficulties, radicalization of the
broad masses, growing influence of the Bolsheviks. Reduction of
the social base of supporters of the Provisional Government.
Overthrow of the Provisional Government, seizure of power by the
Bolsheviks in October 1917.

Topic 3. Russia during the Civil War of 1917-1922.

Following the revolutionary events in Russia in 1917, the
Bolsheviks began the Soviet experiment, which intended to resolve
the complex interweaving of economic, political, social, national
contradictions and conflicts. The meaning of the first decrees of the
Soviet government. The seizure of power by the Bolsheviks in
October 1917 was the prologue to the bloody Civil War, which
ended in victory led by V. I. Lenin of the RCP (b) and the Red
Army. Convocation and dispersal of the Constituent Assembly.
The creation of a Soviet republic and the question of the
relationship between the central government and local councils.
National question. Declaration of the Rights of the Peoples of
Russia and separatist movements. Formation of Soviet statehood:
the Council of People's Commissars, the Supreme Council of the
National Economy and local economic councils. Creation of the
Cheka. Disputes surrounding the nationalization of industry. The
Treaty of Brest-Litovsk and the struggle around its conclusion.
Creation of the Red Army. Military experts. Revolt of the
Czechoslovak Corps. Constitution of the RSFSR 1918. Speech by
the Left Social Revolutionaries. Revolution in Germany and the
withdrawal of German troops from Russian territory. The main
fronts of the Civil War and military operations on them.
Intervention by foreign troops. The ideology of the White
movement and the most important governments of the “Whites™:
KOMUCH, the Ufa Directory, government structures of A.V.
Kolchak and A.I. Denikin. The share of monarchical, liberal-
democratic and socialist movements in the “white” movement. Red
and white terror. Peasant uprisings in the red rear and their
suppression. The Soviet-Polish war and its results. The final stage
of the Civil War: the defeat of Wrangel, the end of the large-scale
Civil War in Russia.

Social and economic transformations of the Bolsheviks during the
Civil War. The policy of "war communism". Mass nationalization
of industry, "Glavkism". Food appropriation and food
detachments. Card distribution, reduction of the sphere of
circulation of money. "Bagmen" and the "black market".
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Subbotniks, labor mobilizations and labor armies. Discriminatory
policies towards “formers”. Infringement of the real rights of local
councils through the system of emergency bodies - revolutionary
committees and committees of the poor. Military-economic
reasons for the victory of the Soviet troops: concentration of
maximum efforts on providing for the army, establishing minimal
order in the rear. Spelling reform, creation of a “unified labor
school.” The policy of proletarianization of higher educational
institutions, the creation of workers' faculties. Central Commission
for Improving the Living Life of Scientists. “Russian avant-garde”
as a cultural phenomenon of international significance. Post-
revolutionary wave of Russian emigration. Mass emigration and
the phenomenon of Russian diaspora. Departure from Russia of a
significant number of representatives of the creative and scientific
intelligentsia. EMRO and "Smenovekhovtsy". "Homecoming
Unions." The civil war ended in 1922, if we mean the fighting in
the Far East. But the main forces of the Whites were defeated at the
end of 1920, and in the spring of 1921 the country was faced with
the task of organizing peaceful life in new conditions.

Modernization processes
in the USSR 1922-1939.

Topic 1. Soviet Russia at the end of the Civil War.
Socio-political and economic results of “war communism”.
Military-strategic reasons for the victory of the Soviet troops:
central position, disunity of the enemy, superiority in mobilization
resources. The flow of real power from Soviet authorities to party
structures.

To what
extent and in what time frame was the GOELRO plan implemented
in practice? The role of V.I. Lenin in the adoption of the NEP plan.
The most important transformations within the framework of the
NEP. Military operations in Transcaucasia, Turkestan and the Far
East. Far Eastern Republic. Transition from surplus appropriation
to tax in kind. Encouraging the creation of agricultural cooperatives
and agricultural enterprises in rural areas. Permission in small
industry for private-commercial relations in the rental format.
Consolidation of large state industry into self-supporting trusts and
syndicates. Foreign concessions. Stimulating cooperation.
Financial reform 1922—-1924 and the overall health of the financial
system. Creation of the State Bank and the State Planning
Committee of the RSFSR. Military reform 1924-1928

Topic 2. Education of the USSR. Elimination of the New
Economic Policy.

An important historical event was the creation of the USSR in 1922
- the unification of the Soviet republics that arose during the Civil
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War in the space of the former Russian Empire. Revolutionary
wave in Europe and the world after the First World War. The
collapse of empires and the formation of new states. November
Revolution in Germany. Weimar Republic. Formation of a republic
in Turkey. Versailles-Washington system. humiliation of
Germany. The formation of a world order under Anglo-French
hegemony. Post-war stabilization in FEurope. The growing
influence of socialist parties and trade unions.

Prerequisites and reasons for the unification of the Soviet republics.
Dispute over "autonomization" and "federalization". The role of
V.I. Lenin in the creation of the USSR according to the
“federalization” option. Formation of the USSR and adoption of
the Constitution of the USSR in 1924. Formation of new union
republics in Transcaucasia and Central Asia. The policy of
“indigenization” and its results. Although formally the founders of
the USSR were 4 equal republics - the RSFSR, the Ukrainian,
Belarusian and Transcaucasian SSR, in fact the creation of the
USSR became possible primarily thanks to the efforts of the
RSFSR. In Moscow since the 1920s. All the main issues of the life
of the federation were resolved, including the development of
Soviet national policy. It was about getting rid of the traditions of
“great power chauvinism”, about the development of national
cultures, and often about the purposeful formation of national
identities and national elites. In the 1920s In the USSR, innovative
social, cultural and educational reforms were carried out, many of
which were later adopted in other countries. The NEP, as a
temporary and largely forced measure, has shown its effectiveness.
He allowed by the mid-1920s. feed the country, launch mothballed
industries and basically restore pre-war indicators. At the same
time, the practice of the NEP (allowing private entrepreneurship,
hiring labor and making a profit through exploitation, etc.) largely
ran counter not only to communist ideas, but also to the concepts
of social justice in society. Political struggle in the USSR in the
1920s. The post-war round of political repressions in the early
1920s. Creation of the OGPU and OSO OGPU. "The Philosophical
Ship". Elimination of non-Bolshevik parties and establishment of a
one-party political system. Solovetsky special purpose camp. The
death of V. and Lenin and the struggle for the “Leninist legacy.” L.
D. Trotsky against the “triumvirate” I. V. Stalin - L. B. Kamenev -
G. E. Zinoviev. Trotsky's defeat. The split of the “triumvirate” and
the formation of a “united opposition”. Victory of I.V. Stalin and
his supporters over the opposition. Reasons for the victory of
Stalin's supporters. The official purpose and actual meaning of the
nomenclature system of appointments. The final transformation of
the Bolshevik Party into a power structure. The result of the
political struggle in the highest echelons of the Soviet leadership
by the end of the 1920s. Social policy and its implementation in the
1920s. Public sentiments and public organizations. Social
"elevators". The situation of workers - labor exchanges and the
problem of turnover. The phenomenon of “disenfranchised”.
"Specialism." Village society: the poor, the middle peasants and
the kulaks. Issues of public morality. Soviet holidays, Sovietization
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of names and place names. The policy of the Soviet leadership
towards the church. "Renewalism". Propaganda of atheism.

By the end of the 1920s. The USSR faced new challenges. The
exhaustion of the potential of the NEP against the backdrop of a
growing technical and technological lag behind the leading
Western countries and the aggravation of the international situation
threatening a new war caused a transition to accelerated
industrialization and a planned, state-regulated mobilization-type
economy. Discussion about the forms and pace of industrialization.
Confrontation between the “General Line” and the “Left
Deviation”. The War Alert of 1927 and its implications for
industrialization plans. The main reasons for the abandonment of
the NEP at the end of the 1920s. "The Great Breakthrough"
Transition to a policy of accelerated industrialization. The problem
of finding financing for large-scale industrial projects. Reliance on
internal resources, as a consequence of the inability to attract
foreign investment. Formation of a directive-planned economy as
a mechanism for mobilizing material and labor resources. The
choice between priority development of a group of industries “A”
or “B”. The “Great Depression” and its significance for the
implementation of industrialization plans. Procurement crisis. The
transition to a policy of mass collectivization. “Dekulakization”
and the creation of the MTS system. Mass famine in the USSR in
1932-1933. “Workdays” and the role of personal subsidiary plots.

USSR on the eve and
during the Second World
War 1939-1945.

Topic 1. Transformation of the USSR into an industrial-
agrarian power.

The emergence of new industries in the USSR. Mastering foreign
technologies and using foreign specialists. The most significant
construction projects of the first five-year plans. The impact of
growing international tension on the pace and priorities of
industrialization. Militarization of the economy of the Soviet
Union, priority development of defense industries. Positive and
negative results of the economic development of the USSR in the
1930s. Industrial growth, the transformation of the USSR into an
industrial-agrarian power. Card system of state supply of food and
manufactured goods to the urban population. Political processes in
the USSR in the 1930s. The formation of the mechanism of
individual power of I.V. Stalin. The process of flow of power from
party structures to a narrow group of the party establishment
(Politburo). Completion of the transformation of the party into the
main power structure of the USSR. General strengthening of
ideological control over society: tightening of censorship,
nationalization of all aspects of public life, introduction of a
passport system, publication of a “Short Course” on the history of
the CPSU (b). Strengthening the role of state security agencies.
Massive political repression. “The Shakhty affair” and its
consequences. Formation of a climate of spy mania. "Moscow
trials" 1936-1938 "Great Terror" 1937-1938 '"National
Operations". GULAG as a means of solving economic problems.
The Constitution of 1936 and its practical significance. Features of
the situation of social groups “former people”, “individuals”, and
“labor settlers”, “family members of a traitor to the Motherland”
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and “socially dangerous element” - as a social group or type of
crime. A return to “traditional family values.” Propaganda of
collectivism and internationalism. Mass enthusiasm - causes and
results. Growth in the number of universities and students.
Formation of a new generation of intelligentsia. Entry of the USSR
into the League of Nations. "Great Depression" 1929—1933 in the
West and the search for a way out of the crisis. The rise to power
in Italy and Germany of the fascist and Nazi regimes. The USSR
and attempts to create a collective security system in Europe. The
Munich Conference of 1938 and its consequences. Soviet-German
Treaty of 1939 (Ribbentrop-Molotov Pact) and secret protocols to
it. There is controversy surrounding its meaning. The accession of
Western Ukraine and Western Belarus, as well as Bessarabia and
the Baltic republics to the USSR. "Winter War" with Finland.
Prologue of World War II and Hitler's policy of expansion. The
inconsistency of accusations against the USSR of equal
responsibility with Germany for starting the war.

Topic 2. The Great Patriotic War of 1941-1945. — an integral
part of the Second World War 1939-1945.

The beginning of the Second World War: the causes and nature of
the Second World War; contradictions of the Versailles system and
the crisis of the League of Nations; Nazi Germany's occupation of
Poland; non-intervention of England and France; blitzkrieg;
"Strange War", "Maginot Line"; defeat of Poland; Germany's
seizure of Denmark and Norway; the defeat of France and its allies;
German-British struggle and capture of the Balkans; Battle of
Britain.

German plan "Barbarossa". The invasion of the USSR on June 22,
1941 by the troops of Hitler's Germany and its European satellites
became one of the most difficult tests that has ever befallen our
country. In the first months, the Red Army retreated with heavy
losses. Only through the joint heroic efforts of the front and rear,
rallying around the country's leadership and mobilizing all
resources, was it possible to stop the enemy and defeat him in the
battle for Moscow.

For the Soviet people, the Great Patriotic War became a war for
survival, for the preservation of sovereignty. At the expense of the
territory of the USSR, Hitler planned to expand “living space for
the Aryan nation.” The victims of the genocide were not only Jews
and Gypsies. Some of the Slavs and representatives of other
peoples of the USSR, classified by the Nazis as “second-class”
people, were planned to be exterminated, some to be evicted
beyond the Urals, and others to be left as slaves to serve German
settlers.

However, these misanthropic plans were not destined to come
true. After the first major defeat near Moscow, which meant the
collapse of the lightning war strategy, in 1942 the Nazis were
forced to rebuild for a long war and change tactics. Now the main
blow was delivered in the direction of the Caucasus in order to cut
off the Soviet Union from the oil fields and deprive it of the
opportunity to continue the war. However, during the Battle of
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Stalingrad, Soviet troops inflicted irreparable damage on the
enemy. The victory of the Soviet troops in the Battle of Kursk and
the subsequent offensive on the front from Smolensk to the Black
Sea marked the completion of a radical turning point in the war that
began at Stalingrad. From that moment on, the strategic initiative
belonged undividedly to the USSR. Partisans and underground
fighters made a significant contribution to the defeat of the enemy.
Subsequently, as a result of successful military operations, Soviet
territory was liberated in 1944. The Red Army pursued the enemy
to Berlin, liberating the peoples of eastern and central Europe from
Nazi occupation.

The Great Patriotic War is a key component of the entire Second
World War (September 1, 1939 - September 2, 1945), in which the
USSR was part of the Anti-Hitler coalition. However, the outcome
of World War II depended primarily on the events on the Soviet-
German front. Here the main forces of the Wehrmacht (two-thirds
of the military potential) were defeated, and the fighting was of the
most fierce nature.

Factors that determined the Wehrmacht's achievement of
operational surprise. Reasons for the retreat of Soviet troops. Mass
heroism of Soviet soldiers. The most important battles of the
summer - autumn of 1941: the Battle of Smolensk, the Battle of
Kiev, the defense of Odessa, the defense of Sevastopol, the Siege
of Leningrad.

Victory near Moscow and its historical significance.

The most significant decisions of the Soviet government to
organize resistance to the enemy: the creation of the State Defense
Committee, the transfer of industry to a war footing, the mass
evacuation of industrial facilities, permanent mobilization.

The fundamental difference between the strategy of the USSR and
the strategy of Hitler's Reich. The collapse of the German strategy
of blitzkrieg - lightning war. Attempts by Soviet troops to launch a
counteroffensive in the spring of 1942 on several sectors of the
front at once. The reasons for the failure of these offensive
operations.

Nazi occupation regime. General plan "Ost" and the plans of the
Hitlerite leadership regarding the population of the USSR.
Attempts by Ukrainian nationalists to establish cooperation with
the Nazi administration. Mass crimes of the Nazis in the
temporarily occupied territory of the USSR. Inhumane treatment of
Soviet prisoners of war by the Nazis. The formation of the partisan
movement behind enemy lines.

The Japanese attack on Pearl Harbor and the US entry into the war.
Japanese offensive in the Pacific theater of operations.

Battles on the Soviet-German front from the spring of 1942 to the
spring of 1943. The enemy’s offensive in the Caucasus and
Stalingrad (Plan Blau). Construction of the Volga Rockade. The
Battle of Stalingrad is a decisive act of a radical turning point in the
Great Patriotic War and throughout the Second World War. Battle
of Rzhev. Soviet offensive in winter - spring 1943. Release of
Leningrad. "Road of Victory". The main reasons for the success of
Soviet troops during the winter counteroffensive.
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Life of Soviet citizens in the rear. Card system of state supply of
food and manufactured goods to the urban population. Solving the
problem of skilled labor. Mass labor heroism. Movement of the
“two hundred men” and “thousanders”. Economic support for the
turning point in the war. The importance of evacuated enterprises
for the economy of the eastern regions of the USSR.

Attempts by the Nazis to establish systematic exploitation of the
occupied territories. "Ostarbeiters". Expansion of the partisan
movement, creation of the Central Shpd. Guerrilla raids, partisan
regions.

Military operations in the Pacific and North Africa.

The Battle of Kursk and the offensive of the Red Army on all fronts
until the spring of 1943. The Battle of Kursk and the final transition
of the strategic initiative to the Red Army. The offensive near
Leningrad in the winter of 1944. “Battle of the Dnieper.” Battle on
Right Bank Ukraine. Korsun-Shevchenko operation. Reasons for
the success of the Soviet offensive in the fall of 1943 - spring of
1944 in comparison with the situation in the spring of 1942.
Motorization of troops, the use of large tank formations and
breakthrough artillery.

Increased production of military equipment in the USSR,
development of new types of weapons. "Frontline" Komsomol
brigades.

A new stage of the partisan movement. Operation Concert. Partisan
raids outside the USSR.

Cooperation with the Nazis of various collaborators. Vlasov and
Vlasovites. National formations. OUN-UPA. SS units from the
Baltic peoples.

Military operations in Italy.

The final liberation of the territory of the USSR and the liberation
campaign in Eastern and Central Europe. The most important
battles: Operation Bagration, lasi-Kishinev Operation, Battle of
Budapest, Vistula-Oder Operation, Battle of Balaton, Berlin
Operation. Liberation of Prague. Surrender of Germany.

The most famous facts of falsification of history related to the
liberation mission of the Red Army in Europe. The price of victory.
The Soviet-Japanese War of 1945 and the atomic bombing of
Japanese cities by the United States. Japanese surrender.

Tehran, Yalta and Potsdam conferences. Formation of the
foundations of the Yalta post-war world order. Results of the Great
Patriotic War and the Second World War. The decisive
contribution of the USSR to the victory of the anti-Hitler coalition.
Human and material losses. Changes in the political map of
Europe. During the war, the USSR lost 27 million people, more
than half of these victims were civilians. For comparison: the total
military losses of the United States and Great Britain in World War
IT did not exceed 1 million people; the losses of civilians in these
countries were not comparable with similar losses of the USSR.

Restoration of the national economy, “late Stalinism”, “thaw” and
socio-economic reforms.
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and the crisis of Soviet
society. 1945-1984

Period 1945-1984 includes several main stages. Within the
framework of the first of them, “late Stalinism” (1945-1953),
measures were taken to restore the economy of the liberated
regions of the USSR, consolidate Soviet society and strengthen
patriotic principles after the war. Use in agitation and propaganda
of the historical heritage of pre-revolutionary Russia. The
beginning of the Cold War and the formation of a bipolar world.
The most important reasons that determined the Soviet-American
rivalry. Education of the GDR and the Federal Republic of
Germany. USSR and the Korean War. "Marshall Plan". Creation
of NATO and the EEC. Softening of anti-religious policies.
“Atomic project”, transition to turbojet aircraft construction,
development of rocketry. The largest construction projects of the
decade: Kuibyshev and Stalingrad hydroelectric power stations,
Turkmen, North Crimean and Volga-Don canals. "Stalin's plan for
the transformation of nature." Hopes in society for liberalization of
the political regime. A new round of mass repression. "The fight
against cosmopolitanism." Famine 1946—1947 Basically, the stage
ended in the early 1950s; the Soviet people, through heroic efforts,
managed to restore the country destroyed by the war in the shortest
possible time.

The second stage was marked by the struggle for power after the
death of I.V. Stalin. The reasons that determined the victory of N.
S. Khrushchev. Refusal from the policy of mass repression and its
consequences. XX Congress of the CPSU. Reduction of the army,
abandonment of the construction of the Large Fleet, reliance on
missile forces. Successes in space exploration. Understanding the
Cold War as a complex confrontation in the economic, military-
technical, diplomatic, ideological and cultural spheres. The balance
of power between the pro-Soviet and pro-American blocs.
Khrushchev's attempt to achieve a warming of international
relations in the second half of the 1950s.

The third stage is the “Thaw” (second half of the 1950s - first half
of the 1960s). The USSR achieved its power: the country has
largely overcome the political consequences of Stalinism (personal
dictatorship, mass political repression, the Gulag, discrimination
against the countryside, etc.). The economy developed
successfully, the income from which was directed to improving the
well-being of the population and to social programs. Store shelves
are stocked with at least basic goods and products. During these
years, the Soviet Union achieved outstanding scientific and
technical achievements: in space exploration, the use of the atom
for peaceful purposes, etc. The Soviet education system in force at
that time was considered the best in the world. The USSR had a
developed network of scientific institutions. The beginning of the
formation of a layer of irremovable leaders. Khrushchev's team's
search for new methods of intensifying the economy. Creation of
economic councils. Development of virgin lands and other
innovations in agriculture. Practical results of reforms. The most
important achievements of the USSR during this period: solving
the housing problem, leading positions in space exploration and
computer technology. Weakening of the Iron Curtain.
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Development of tourism (including international). Moscow
Festival of Youth and Students 1957 Moscow film festivals. Anti-
religious  policy. Campaign against "formalism and
abstractionism". Caribbean crisis. Achieving military parity in
conventional and nuclear weapons. Restoring Japanese
sovereignty; US orientation. Education of the People's Republic of
China. Mao Zedong and his role in Chinese history. Soviet-
American rivalry in Latin America. Cuban revolution. Reasons for
Khrushchev's removal from power.

The fourth stage is associated with the rise of L. I. Brezhnev to
power. The principle of collective leadership. "Brezhnev
Doctrine". Soviet-Chinese relations. USSR and the Vietnam War.
Détente of international tensions in the 1970s. Economic
integration within the framework of CMEA and the EEC. Projects
for economic integration of the USSR and Western Europe
(Urengoy-Pomary-Uzhgorod gas pipeline, supplies of Soviet gas
and oil abroad).

The authority of the USSR on the world stage was high. He actively
helped third world countries; was the leader of the socialist camp,
operating within the framework of the CMEA and the Warsaw
Pact. In the 1970s The USSR achieved parity with the United States
in the field of weapons, becoming one of the two superpowers.
However, the Soviet system was not ideal; it needed to be reformed
in accordance with the needs of the time. Over time, delays or
failures in reforms in the economic and political spheres, and
reluctance to get rid of outdated ideological dogmas began to
significantly influence the situation in the country. The economic
slowdown was associated with the exhaustion of its mobilization
model and extensive capabilities, with low labor productivity, the
rejection of technological innovations by enterprises, etc. The
situation in the consumption sphere caused great criticism from
citizens, where a shortage of some goods coexisted with the
overstocking of things that were not in demand.

Dogmatism and formalism were characteristic of the ideological
sphere. In the country, everything was decided by the party and the
nomenklatura, and the real role of the Soviets and their deputies,
contrary to the Constitution, was reduced to a minimum. All this
predetermined the growth of contradictions, crises and public
discontent.

Despite the attempts of the Soviet leadership to form a new
community (“Soviet people”), by the mid-1980s. National relations
in the USSR began to gradually deteriorate. At that time, this
tension was mostly latent. These processes finally came to light
during the years of “perestroika”.

However, not all areas of life during the period of late socialism
were in a state of crisis or “stagnation”. The standard of living of
people increased, funding for social programs increased. The
military-industrial complex continued to develop. The
development of oil and gas fields in Western Siberia has given new
impetus to the development of the fuel and energy complex.
Positive dynamics were observed in creative fields: science,
culture, education.
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Intensifying foreign policy challenges for the USSR in the first half
of the 1980s: aggravation of Soviet-American and Soviet-Chinese
relations, international reaction to the entry of Soviet troops into
Afghanistan, political crisis in socialist Poland. The reduction in
foreign exchange earnings of the USSR after the conclusion of an
agreement between the United States and OPEC to reduce world
oil prices. The position of the USSR in the Arab-Israeli
confrontation. Anti-imperialist movement in Iran. US aggression
in Vietnam. Relieving tension; "Eastern Policy" of Germany.
Conference on Security and Cooperation in Europe (CSCE) in
Helsinki.

The formation of a system of information pressure on the USSR
and its allies - radio stations Radio Liberty, Voice of America,
Deutsche Welle, BBC Russian Service, USIA news agency, etc.
Creation of CMEA and ATS.

Topic 2. Power and society in the second half of the 1960s -
early 1980s. The rise to power of L. I. Brezhnev.

Choosing a strategic path for the country's development in the mid-
1960s. Reform to introduce the principles of economic stimulation
into the economy and the reasons for its curtailment. Relations
between the Union center and the republics of the USSR. New
successes in space exploration and the use of peaceful atoms. The
increasing role and importance of the military-industrial complex
and fuel and energy complex. Development of oil and gas fields in
Western Siberia and their significance. Projects of international
cooperation with Europe (the Druzhba gas pipeline) and economic
sanctions.

The USSR is the second economy in the world. Dynamics of
economic development of the USSR in the mid-1960s - early
1980s. compared to leading Western countries. The reasons for the
slowdown in economic development and the emergence of crisis
phenomena by the early 1980s. Lagging in labor productivity,
computer technology, and knowledge-intensive industries. The
growth of the “shadow economy”.

The situation in agriculture. Reasons for failure to solve the food
problem. Forced increase in grain imports.

Soviet society during the period of “late socialism”. Priorities of
social policy. Increasing the cultural and educational level and
material well-being of citizens. Eliminating poverty. Formation of
the Soviet “middle class”. Growing consumer demands of the
population and exacerbation of the problem of commodity
shortages. Adoption of the USSR Constitution of 1977. Growing
influence of the CPSU. Increase in the privileges of the
nomenklatura by the beginning of the 1980s. Public sentiment and
criticism of government. Dissidents. Youth leaving for informal
movements.

The emergence and rapid growth of wvarious “informal”
movements: KSP, hippies, KVN, etc. Declining trust in state
media. "Samizdat" as a social phenomenon. Human rights
movement. Consumer trends in society. The growth of the “shadow
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economy”. The phenomenon of "guild workers". The state of
Soviet society by 1985

The national question in the post-war USSR. A course towards
equalizing the social and cultural levels of development of the
republics of the USSR, the formation of a national intelligentsia in
these republics. Attempts by the Soviet leadership to create a new
historical community - the “Soviet people”. Reasons for the failure
of this policy. The growth of nationalist sentiments in the republics
in the first half of the 1980s.

Topic 1. The period of “perestroika” and the collapse of the
USSR (1985-1991).

Attempts to reform the USSR in the second half of the 1980s. The
rise of a new generation of politicians to power. The most
important characteristic features of this generation of politicians.
Finding a way out of the crisis - “state acceptance”, anti-alcohol
company, Gosagroprom. Formation of the ideology of the new
course: “acceleration”, “glasnost”, “perestroika”. Population's
reaction to the policy of "perestroika". The concept of the “braking
mechanism”. Political reform in the spirit of the slogan “more
socialism!” — degree of compliance with the slogan. Economic
reform: cooperatives and state-owned enterprises with elected
directors and STCs. The results of this reform and the reasons that
determined such negative results of the reform. "Indirect”
privatization.

Changes in relation to the state and church, consequences. The
beginning of the return of churches to believers, the restoration of
monasteries. 1000th anniversary of the Baptism of Rus'.

“Parade of Sovereignties” - causes and consequences.
Exacerbation of interethnic conflicts (Karabakh, Baku, Thbilisi,
etc.). General Secretary of the CPSU Central Committee M.S.
Gorbachev, who came to power in the USSR in 1985, announced
the beginning of radical economic and political reforms with the
goal of “renewing socialism.” Many initiatives of the “perestroika”
period to democratize life, develop glasnost, remove political
censorship, return power from the party to the Soviets, etc. met
with active support from society. Other measures, especially in the
economic sphere and in the field of federal relations, were
sometimes carried out hastily, without full consideration of the
consequences of the decisions made. As a result, in 1989-1990.
The government led by Gorbachev, which initiated the reforms,
began to lose control over the situation in the country. Real power
ended up in the hands of the republican leaders, who set a course
first for economic and then political independence from the union
center.

Disputes about political events of the 1930s - 1940s. as a tool in
political struggle. The growing influence of the “fourth estate”.
Magazine "Ogonyok". New leadership at the head of creative
unions. TV programs “Vzglyad” and “Perestroika Spotlight”. The
abolition of censorship and the widespread penetration of Western
mass culture. The phenomenon of “video salons”. New trends in
cinema - an appeal to previously forbidden topics and styles. In
1989-1990 The “parade of sovereignties”, accompanied by a “war
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of laws” (the republics ceased to recognize the union legislation),
became a reflection of the beginning of the destruction of not only
the Soviet political and economic system, but also the foundations
of statehood.

The reasons for the emergence and aggravation of the confrontation
between the leadership of the RSFSR and the leadership of the
USSR. “Novoogaryovsky process” and the agreement on the
establishment of the Union of Sovereign States. The putsch of the
State Emergency Committee, the establishment of the
Commonwealth of Independent States, the dissolution of the
USSR. Immediate and long-term consequences of the collapse of
the USSR. Discussion about the reasons for the collapse of the
USSR and the relationship between external and internal factors in
this case.

Foreign policy of the period of "perestroika". "New Thinking".
Soviet-American Short-Range and Intermediate-Range Nuclear
Forces Treaty. Dissolution of the Department of Internal Affairs
and CMEA. Gradual surrender of foreign policy positions by the
leadership of the USSR. "Velvet revolutions" in Eastern Europe.
The end of the Cold War. The question of the fate of Soviet nuclear
weapons.

European integration. In the international arena, during the period
of “perestroika,” Gorbachev initiated “new political thinking,”
calling for an end to the confrontation in the Cold War.
Demonstrating goodwill, he sometimes made unilateral
concessions. Gorbachev contributed to the unification of Germany,
the withdrawal of Soviet troops from Europe, etc. This made him
popular among ordinary people in the West. However, the leaders
of these countries saw Gorbachev’s position primarily as a
manifestation of weakness and an opportunity to take advantage of
the situation in their own interests. The USSR was declared a loser
in the Cold War.

In this situation, much depended on the position of the “backbone”
of the Soviet Union - the RSFSR and its leader B. N. Yeltsin.
However, on June 12, 1990, the Declaration of State Sovereignty
of the RSFSR was adopted, which gave impetus to the acceleration
of centrifugal tendencies. Gorbachev’s attempts to save the country
by concluding an “updated” union treaty on the basis of a
confederation after the “August putsch” of the State Emergency
Committee of 1991 were not crowned with success. In December
1991, in Belovezhskaya Pushcha, secretly from Gorbachev, the
heads of the RSFSR, Ukrainian and Byelorussian SSR decided to
dissolve the USSR. Although such actions contradicted union
legislation, the March 1991 referendum on the preservation of the
USSR and international acts on the indivisibility of post-war
borders, the news of the liquidation of the Soviet Union was
approved abroad.

Modern Russian
Federation (1991-2023).

Topic 1. Modern Russian Federation (1991-2023).

After the dissolution of the USSR, the question arose about
choosing a development model for Russia in the new conditions. It
was necessary to ensure a transition from a planned distribution
economy to an economy based on market relations and private
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property. The main components of the reforms of the early 1990s.
steel price release and the introduction of free trade, privatization
of state property. The reforms caused hyperinflation,
unemployment, criminalization and a sharp decline in living
standards. Yeltsin's reforms did not lead to an improvement in the
economy, but to an even greater deepening of the crisis compared
to the period of “perestroika.”

The activities carried out in the mid-1990s caused great criticism.
share-for-shares auctions, as a result of which a circle of
businessmen close to the authorities were able to purchase for next
to nothing the most profitable oil and gas, mining and processing
enterprises, created by the labor of several generations of Soviet
people. A group of wealthy oligarchs emerged in Russia to control
the media and lay claim to political influence.

The collapse of the USSR did not stop separatist aspirations in
Russia itself, which intensified as the economic situation worsened.
Chechnya in the 1990s. became a haven of international terrorism
and crime; Russian laws did not apply there. This became the basis
for several military operations to normalize life and restore the
constitutional order.

As people became disillusioned with market reforms in 1992,
opposition sentiments began to grow, including within the walls of
the Supreme Soviet of the RSFSR. The situation led to a split
within the Russian political elite, which in 1993 turned into a state
of acute crisis. The fierce struggle between the president and the
opposition led to tragedy - an armed confrontation in Moscow in
the fall of 1993 and the shooting of the White House on Yeltsin's
orders. The political crisis was finally resolved in connection with
the adoption of the Constitution of the Russian Federation at the
end of 1993. She significantly strengthened the powers of the
president and changed the political structure of the country.
Nevertheless, the political and economic situation in Russia until
the end of the 1990s. remained unstable.

Economic and socio-political development of Russia in the 1990s.
Refusal from the Soviet planning-directive system towards a
market economy. "Liberal reforms" according to the American
model. Reform team. Economic reform program and its
implementation. The question of the inevitability of the use of
“shock therapy”. Voucher privatization - positive and negative
aspects. Reasons for abandoning alternative privatization projects.
Freedom of foreign trade, freedom to travel abroad, the final
collapse of the Iron Curtain, circulation of foreign currency.
Growing dependence of the economy on international energy
prices. The revision of the post-war world order was associated
with the formation of a unipolar world, with the military-political
dominance of the United States and NATO. Russia became the
legal successor of the USSR in the international arena. She
managed to retain the seat of a permanent member of the UN
Security Council that previously belonged to the USSR and
achieved the withdrawal of the entire nuclear potential of the USSR
to its territory.
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Foreign policy. The course of the USA and NATO towards world
hegemony within the framework of building a unipolar world. The
beginning of NATO's expansion to the east. Collapse of
Yugoslavia. Attempts by the leadership of the Russian Federation
to find mutually satisfactory forms of cooperation with Western
countries. Completion of the withdrawal of Russian troops from
Europe. Conclusion of the START-2 treaty with the United States.
Accession of the Russian Federation to the G8 and the Council of
Europe. The US and NATO bombing of Yugoslavia in 1999 as a
turning point in Russia’s relationship with the West.

The beginning of integration processes in the post-Soviet space.
The problem of “Soviet debts”. Caspian Pipeline Consortium.
Russia's peacekeeping mission in Transnistria and South Ossetia.
Russia's role in resolving the Armenian-Azerbaijani conflict over
Nagorno-Karabakh.

The main goal of the US leadership was to transform Russia into a
country following the mainstream of American policy. Under these
conditions, the negative consequences of reforms continued to
grow in the country. Unemployment, deindustrialization, shuttle
trade, criminalization of society, decline in living standards of the
majority of the population, property stratification, the formation of
an oligarchy. Financial pyramids. Loans-for-shares auctions. "New
Russians". Change of value orientations. Economic crisis of 1998.
Crisis of education and science. The “Brain Drain” Phenomenon.
Demographic consequences of transformation shock. The new role
of religion and the Church in post-Soviet Russia.

The formation of a system of independent media. The use of
newspapers and television channels in information wars.
Centrifugal tendencies. Center and Russian regions, signing of the
1992 Federal Treaty. The struggle for the restoration of
constitutional order in Chechnya. Khasavyurt agreements. Features
of the political processes of the 1990s. B. N. Yeltsin and his
entourage. The formation and features of the multi-party system in
the 1990s. The main political parties and movements of the 1990s,
their leaders and platforms. Increasing contradictions regarding the
progress and results of reforms between the President and the
Supreme Council. Political crisis of 1993 and its resolution.
Adoption of the 1993 Constitution of the Russian Federation. At
the end of 1999, Russian President B. N. Yeltsin announced his
resignation from his post for health reasons.

Appointment as Prime Minister of the Russian Federation V.V.
Putin and the priority tasks facing him. Victory over international
terrorism in Chechnya. In the presidential elections held in March
2000, the head of government, V.V. Putin, won. He was re-elected
as President of the Russian Federation in 2004, 2012 and 2018. In
2008-2012 under President D. A. Medvedev, V. V. Putin headed
the government of the Russian Federation, thereby remaining at the
helm of the country.

In 2000, Russia entered a new long period of its history, which led
to noticeable changes both within the country and in the
international arena. It was possible to strengthen the vertical of
power and the integrity of the country, and increase the efficiency
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of public administration. Regional laws were brought into line with
all-Russian laws, and norms that did not correspond to them were
repealed. It was an end to oligarchic clans interfering in politics.
The fight against international terrorism was successfully carried
out. The establishment of peace in Chechnya contributed to the
stabilization of the situation not only in the North Caucasus, but
also in Russia as a whole. In 2003, a referendum was held in the
Chechen Republic to adopt a Constitution that recognized
Chechnya as an integral part of the Russian Federation.

The government stimulated economic development and improved
welfare of citizens. Since 2005, Russia began implementing
priority national projects in the fields of healthcare and education,
demographic policy, affordable mortgage housing, development of
the agro-industrial complex, etc. As a result, the income level of
Russians in the 2000s. managed to increase on average 2—3 times.

Of great concern was the deterioration of the international
situation, the refusal of the United States and NATO to recognize
Russia’s national interests, and the course pursued by the American
leadership towards building a unipolar world.

Main trends, problems and contradictions in world history at the
beginning of the 21st century. Post-industrial society. Internet.
Information revolution. Information economy. Economic crises.
Globalization and regional integration. Integration processes in
Eurasia, the Pacific and Atlantic regions. Migration crisis.

Constitutional
referendum 2020. Sustainable economic growth. A course towards
a balanced budget, minimizing inflation, increasing the standard of
living of the population, and technological modernization.
Reducing the role of oil and gas revenues in the country's budget.
“Digital breakthrough” is the rapid penetration of digital
technologies into all sectors of life. Widespread introduction of
Internet technologies into production, communications, and their
impact on the media sphere. Distribution of various social networks
in Russia, formation of the Internet segment of the economy.

A particular danger for Russia was the expansion of NATO and its
military infrastructure to the east. In 1999, Hungary, Poland and
the Czech Republic became NATO members. In 2004, the alliance
included Bulgaria, Romania, Slovakia, Slovenia, as well as Latvia,
Lithuania and Estonia bordering Russia. After Ukraine and
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Georgia officially applied to join NATO in 2008, it became clear
that their admission to the alliance was a matter of time. Russia's
repeated proposals for negotiations, during which its national
interests should be taken into account, as well as warnings about
the existence of “red lines”, the violation of which would force
Russia to take retaliatory measures, were ignored. In addition, the
United States and its allies withdrew from the basic arms limitation
and reduction agreements with Russia that had kept the world out
of global conflict for decades. Among them: the refusal of NATO
countries to ratify the Treaty on the Limitation of Conventional
Arms in Europe, which was updated in 1999, the withdrawal of the
United States from the ABM Treaty in 2002, from the Open Skies
Treaty in 2018, and from the Open Skies Treaty in 2019. Treaty on
the Elimination of Intermediate-Range and Shorter-Range
Missiles.

In 2008, Georgian armed forces, trained and encouraged by NATO,
carried out a military provocation in South Ossetia, attacking the
Russian peacekeeping contingent stationed there and then the city
of Tskhinvali. Russia defended South Ossetia and, despite Western
protests, recognized its independence. The independence of
another former Georgian autonomy, Abkhazia, was also
recognized.

Policy for building an innovative economy. Technoparks.
Innovation center "Skolkovo". Restoring scientific potential.
Largest infrastructure projects. State program to increase the birth
rate. The policy of combating the “digital divide” is a system of
government measures aimed at the widespread introduction of
broadband Internet access, digital television and mobile telephony.
Rearmament of the army. Impact of international sanctions 2014—
2022 on the Russian economy.

General results of socio-economic development of the Russian
Federation in 2000-2022. Introduction of the “Bologna system” of
education in Russia. Unified State Exam system. Non-state
universities and schools.

"Arab Spring" and its impact on international politics. Creation of
the extremist quasi-state group ISIS (an organization banned in the
Russian Federation) in the Middle East. Foreign policy events
2014-2022 The world is entering a period of “political turbulence.”
Declaration by the leadership of Georgia and Ukraine of a course
towards joining NATO. The approach of NATO military
infrastructure to our borders is critical for Russia’s national
security. Ukraine is in the wake of the anti-Russian policy of the
United States and NATO. Unilateral US withdrawal from the
Intermediate-Range Nuclear Forces Treaty. The SP-1 and SP-2 gas
pipelines, as well as South Stream, the attitude of the United States
and its allies to these economic projects as political instruments of
Russia.

The 2014 coup in Ukraine and its consequences. Reunification of
Crimea and Sevastopol with Russia, creation of the LPR and DPR.

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the Ukrainian regime for the forceful takeover of the Donbass
republics. Official recognition of the LPR and DPR by Russia. The
beginning of a special military operation in Ukraine. Sanctions
pressure from Western countries on Russia, attempts to isolate it
from the rest of the world.

In 2014, after an anti-constitutional coup in Kyiv, residents of the
Crimean Peninsula voted for its entry into the Russian Federation.
Another source of tension near the Russian borders arose in
connection with the military actions of the Kyiv regime against the
Donetsk and Lugansk People’s Republics proclaimed in 2014. The
Minsk Agreements of 2014-2015, concluded with the active
participation of Russia with the aim of peacefully resolving this
conflict. were torpedoed by the Kyiv regime. The situation in
Ukraine, whose leadership turned it into “anti-Russia” and, with
the help of NATO, was preparing for the “return of Crimea and
Donbass,” led to the inevitability of a special military operation by
Russia in 2022.

5.3 Evaluation tools (materials) for ongoing monitoring of progress, intermediate certification of

students in the discipline.

1t SEMESTER
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Current monitoring of progress involves discussion of topics on the questions presented,
computer testing throughout the lecture course, preparation and defense of a presentation project.

Discussion of topics in seminar classes (survey) assumes a specific chronological period (from
the period of formation of the Old Russian state to the end of the 17th century) aimed at studying the
most significant processes in the field of economic, social history, development of spiritual culture,
science and education. Questions for conducting the survey are presented in paragraph 9.1 Seminar
lesson plans.

To consolidate the lecture material, the student must pass computer testing. The test of 10
questions from the data bank must be completed within 20 minutes. The student is given one attempt.
The questions are given to varying degrees of difficulty: dates, descriptions of events. Answer forms can
be presented in the form of multiple choice, alternative choice, elimination of redundant items.

Preparation and defense of the presentation project involves the next stage of certification. The student
group is divided into several subgroups of 3-4 people to prepare a joint scientific presentation of reports.

Methodological recommendations are offered to
help students. As a result, the student scientific subgroup publicly presents and defends its project in an
equipped auditorium provided for presentations of reports. This type of work is aimed at creative
consolidation and deepening of knowledge.

Although personally I am heartily attached
to the sovereign, I am far from admiring everything that I see around me; As a writer - I am irritated, as
a person with prejudices - I am offended, but I swear on my honor that for nothing in the world I would
not want to change my fatherland or have another history other than the history of our ancestors, the way
God gave it to us. A very long letter came out. Having argued with you, I must tell you that much of
your message is deeply true.
