5. Evaluation of the Learning Outcomes

Which of the metaphors that have been suggested for understanding the meaning of the
theory do you find most useful - theory as a network, an optical glass, or a burr Can you
think of another image that you could use to explain to a friend what this course is about?

Does your
research fall within the framework of communication as the relational process of creating
and interpreting messages that evoke a specific response? If not, how would you change
this definition to include the object of your study?

9. Social Penetration Theory by Irwin Altman and Dalmas Taylor

The onion model is divided into eight parts, reflecting the breadth of human life. What
would you say are the eight areas of interest in your life?

Jesus said, “Greater love has no one than this, that someone lay down his life for his
friends.” Given the minimax principle of human behavior used in social exchange analysis,
how is such a sacrifice possible?

Social penetration theory is generally viewed as a theory of self-disclosure. What other
ways are there to show vulnerability in a relationship?

The romantic truism “to know her is to love her” seems to contradict the relationship adage,
“The more you know, the less you value.” Given the principles of social penetration theory,
can you think about how both statements could be true?

10. Charles Berger's Theory of Uncertainty Reduction

An axiom is an undeniable truth. Which of Berger's axioms seems least indisputable to
you?

Are the predicted relationships between self-disclosure and reciprocity consistent with
those predicted by social penetration theory?

What is your goal when discussing uncertainty reduction theory? What is your hierarchical
action plan that will help achieve this goal?

The relationship between information seeking and liking in Theorem 17 is only 1 of 28
predictions. Why do critics doubt its validity so much?
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11. Joseph Walter's Social Information Processing Theory

SIP assumes that COC conveys information related to relationship development in the same
way as direct communication, with only one difference. What is this difference?

Email is a text-based, asynchronous messaging system. What other means of transmitting
information fits this description? What is a text-based, digital, two-element message system
that requires synchronous participation?

The hyperpersonal approach argues that sender, receiver, channel, and feedback effects in
COCs promote greater intimacy.

How might you use reframing in relation to the situation the author is
describing?

14. Muzafer Sherif's theory of social judgment

How does the idea of attitudes as ranges help you understand your attitude in relation to
the various requirements of this course?

Suppose you learn that your desk neighbor has a high degree of vested interest in the issue
of gun control. Based on social judgment theory, what three predictions about his attitude
system would be reasonable to make?

What practical advice does social judgment theory give you if you want to ask your boss
for a pay raise?

Do you have ethical concerns about the wisdom of using social judgment theory? Why or
why not?

15. Richard Petty and John Cacioppo's probability refinement model

Can you think of five different words or phrases that convey the idea of “working through
the message™?
