ABSTRACT OF THE COURSE

The discipline (module) is implemented at the Faculty of Oriental Studies and Social and
Communication Sciences by the Department of Culture of Peace and Democracy.

The purpose of the discipline: to form a system of knowledge about the ecology of tourism as a
set of activities for organizing the operation and protection of recreational complexes when using them
in various types of tourist and recreational activities.
