Examples of creative tasks

Non-essay: Participants are asked to write a presentation illustrating intercultural or
communication conflicts that the listener has experienced in their professional activities. The prepared
material should have a logical structure (introduction, main point, conclusion). The way the material is
presented can be of any kind except for writing.

Nobel Prize: Based on the results of seminars and discussions, students must "nominate" one of
their number to receive a "premium". For "nomination" students make a portrait of the "nominee" on
the basis of the information.

Compilation of the collection: Course participants compile an anthology of copyright materials from
homework assignments on the topics of public policy formation and public tourism projects.

Project development: Students form two groups. One represents a private company tourism
industry, the second - the state body. Groups based on current information should, within the
framework of negotiations, agree on a draft tourist product for its subsequent implementation.

Multilateral negotiations: Students form several groups representing various parties in agreeing
on the final tourism project and product. At the parties there are conflicting requirements and interests
that require equal consideration in implementation of the work. Students should, as a result of
negotiations, come to the maximum neutral scenario for the implementation of a professional project.

ABSTRACT OF THE COURSE

The course “Tourism Trends and Policy Priorities” is provided by faculty of oriental studies
and socio-communicative sciences by the department of culture of peace and democracy.

This course is aimed at students that seek to learn to create, support, and improve tourism
products in accordance with state policy. This discipline will allow students to identify and create
various state-business interaction points with the goal of promoting interests of both the society, the
business, and the state.

The purpose of discipline is the formation of a set of theoretical and practical knowledge in the
field of interaction between the modern tourism industry and state and international policy, taking into
account local, state and international practices.

Objectives of this course:

- Examine the existing legislative and regulatory documents that define interaction between the
tourism industry and the state;

- Know the forms of public-private partnership in the tourism industry

- Know how to develop public policy in the tourism industry

- Know the forms of interaction between tourism enterprises and states

This program has been developed taking into account current Russian and international acts
and documents, normative legal acts, as well as modern scientific research in the field of interaction
between state bodies and the tourism industry. The discipline can be implemented in Russian and
English.
