ABSTRACT OF THE COURSE

The course is provided by faculty of oriental studies and socio-communicative sciences

by the department of culture of peace and democracy.

The course is aimed at those studying the cultural potential of tourist regions of the
world. The specifics goal of the course is to gain knowledge about the main cultural and
historical centers, and gaining the skill to design a cultural component in tourist projects.
