STRATEGIC TRIANGLE: TODAY’S
TRENDS AND PROSPECTS

Abstract. One of the creators of a term «triangular diplomacy»
was former US secretary of state Henry Kissinger. A new triangular
diplomacy has emerged when the global order is in transition.
Concerningthe so-called triangular diplomacy as one of the approaches
to international relations two states («base») work together to have
an impact on the third party («target») to keep a balance of power
as well as maintain political, military, and economic stability. Within
Beijing-Moscow-Tokyo strategic triangle China-Russia cooperation
can be regarded as a bedrock of this triple interaction.

Keywords: China; Russia; Japan; strategic triangle; partnership;
triangular diplomacy.

The concept of a strategic triangle in international relations can
be used to analyze the interconnection between three countries. The
so-called «triangular» diplomacy as a tool of geopolitical balancing is
widespread in today’s international relations and politics.

Within Beijing-Moscow-Tokyo strategic triangle one of the most
stable cooperation is between China and Russia that have significantly
strengthened their diplomatic relations thanks to the state visits and
mutual projects. One of these visits took place in 2019 in Moscow, Xi
Jinping stated that «Sino-Russian relations demonstrate continuous,
sustainable and healthy development at a high level and are at the best
level in history»'. At the annual BRICS meetings, China and Russia
discussed ways of their cooperation and sign agreements, which
underline their commitment to deepening their interaction. Trade

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also plays an integral role in economic cooperation between countries.
Thus, by 2022, the volume of trade turnover between Russia and
China reached and exceeded $ 10 billion, which is 116 % more than
in the last decade'. For a decade, China has remained Russia’s largest
trading partner. The joint development of energy, aviation, space, and
infrastructure progresses annually and reaches a new high level.

It is important to note that not only economic but also political
cooperation has been successfully developing in the last ten years.
Russia and China were able to create a strategic partnership, which
has become an important element of world politics. Both Russia and
China are closely linked in several foreign political goals. Thus, in
the international arena, Russia and China are united by competition
with the West. Evidently, both countries view the US-dominated
international system as a challenge?. Both countries are successfully
developing their strategic partnership that allows them to effectively
respond to external problems and strengthen their positions on the
global stage. In the future, further deepening of their political ties
will contribute to stability not only at the bilateral level, but also on a
global scale.

Considering Beijing-Moscow-Tokyo triangle faces several
challenges that are going to be tackled.

The first challenge that is worth mentioning is, whether or not
Japan can be considered a fully independent state to be able to fit it
into the concept of a strategic triangle. Bringing up the history, after
the World War II Japan was under the US influence as well as it could
not be considered as an independent country3. However, nowadays the
dependence has diminished, Tokyo seeks to assert its own geopolitical
standing but remains one of the key US strategic partners.

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The second challenge is the relationship dynamics between
China, Russia, and Japan. They can certainly be characterized as both
cooperation and competition. The hegemony of the United States has
impacted on the union of Russia and China, in the Indo-Pacific region
as well. Both countries have cooperated in order to create a balancing
power able to rival the USA. «From the Chinese perspective, as Hanns
Giinther Hilpert and Gudrun Wacker show, the United States will never
voluntarily cede significant international influence on China. America
regards China as a revisionist power whose long-term aim is global
supremacy»'. Both countries are actively implementing measures
to boost their economies. For instance, China’s “One Belt and One
Road” Initiative has a significant influence both on its economic and
political development, as it has increased the Chinese dependence
on the states that the route goes through the project, hence making
China more powerful in various regions not only in Asia.

Regarding the challenges stated above, several scenarios of future
development of relations between China-Russia-Japan triangle can be
formulated. First of all, this dynamic relies heavily on China-Russia-
United States triangle dynamics because of the US influence on Japan.
This makes it quite difficult for any transformation in the structure
of the initial strategic triangle. Second, China’s rapid economic and
political development only add up to the same stability of the triangle’s
relations. However, the global instability and transformation of the
world order make extremely difficult to analyze the development of
Beijing-Moscow-Tokyo triangle in the future.
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THE ROLE OF CHINA, RUSSIA,
AND JAPAN IN GLOBAL GOVERNANCE:
THE G20 CASE STUDY

Abstract. The influence of the G20 cannot be disputed. The
G20 plays an essential role in shaping today’s global geopolitical
and economic architecture as well as one of the main pillars in world
politics that is aimed at transforming the global governance with a
focus on the interests of both the developed and developing states.
At G20 summits China, Russia and Japan promote mutual projects
and initiatives on inclusive growth and development where they seek
to advocate for a more equitable international and regional political
systems with a strong green and knowledge economy.

The primary international forum facilitating discussions among
major economies began with the G7, which primarily focused on
addressing economic policies, international security, and political
issues in response to the oil crisis. The G8, like the G7, expanded
its membership to include Russia, thereby allowing for broader
discussions on global issues. However, the G8 effectively ceased to
exist as a formal group following Russia’s suspension. In response to
these developments, the G20 emerged during the financial crises of
the late 1990s. The modern institutional structure of the G20 began
to take shape in 2008 when meetings of heads of states and
governments were organized within the framework of the association.
The G20 format has evolved into a significant platform for discussing
trade issues, addressing global challenges, and defining a common
agenda for human development, in which major powers such as China
and Russia play a pivotal role.
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The Second G20 Summit held in London in 2009 was an important
moment in the creation of the international financial system. At this
summit, Russia presented its ideas for changing the global financial
system, which helped develop coordinated measures to tackle the
crisis. The allocation of significant resources to support the countries
most affected by the crisis, including Russia and China, highlighted
these nations’ ability to work together and respond effectively to the
challenges of the global economic downturn. This event emphasized
the importance of the G20 format as a key platform for addressing
urgent global issues!. The Third Summit in Pittsburgh, held in
September 2009, was a crucial moment in defining the different roles
of the G20 and the G8. This clarification allowed the G20 to focus
on important economic issues, while the G8 dealt with geopolitical
challenges?. Additionally, this separation helped promote an agenda
that considered the needs of developing countries, including efforts
to reform the International Monetary Fund (IMF) and increase their
quotas.

Japan’s strategic engagement in G-summits has enabled the nation
to leverage its position as a G7 member to gain international validation
on critical domestic issues, such as the abduction of citizens by North
Korea, the recognition of the Ainu people, and the proposed closure of
American bases in Okinawa. By framing these domestic challenges as
regional concerns aligned with shared democratic values, Japan has
successfully garnered legitimacy and support from the international
community, enhancing its soft power and trade relationships while
navigating the complexities of G20 dynamics, particularly in the
context of historical tensions with China.

As Japan seeks to establish itself as a leader in global cooperation
through free trade and multilateralism, it faces the challenge of
balancing its domestic priorities with the protectionist tendencies
emerging in both the global North and South. The Osaka Summit

With a stable leadership under Abe Shinzo
and strategic invitations extended to additional countries, Japan aims
to ensure that its economic interests are represented on the world
stage, especially as it prepares for the World Expo 2025 and positions
itself as a pioneer in robotics and artificial intelligence.
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RUSSIA-SOUTH KOREA ECONOMIC
COOPERATION AND ITS IMPSACT
ON THE GLOBAL SOUTH

Abstract. The economic relations between Russia and South
Korea have been quite complex in recent years, mostly driven by
historical context, geopolitical situations, and strategic interests
of both countries. It is worth mentioning that these relations were
significantly affected by regional sanctions. Nowadays, it is hard
to fully examine economic relations between these two countries
because of political tension and a long-standing strong difference in
the support of the parties.

Keywords: Russia; South Korea; economic cooperation; the
Global South; geopolitics.

Russia has been building relations with North Korea for along time
(it can be assumed that it lusts since the Korean War), when relations
with South Korea were in the background, South Korea focused on
building relations and receiving support from the United States. It is
also all-important to explore the key aspects of the economic relations
between these two nations.

The beginning of diplomatic relations between South Korea
and Russia can be considered the end of the Cold War in 1990. The
Cold War had a serious impact on the balance of power in the world
and the geopolitical landscape, which made it difficult for these two
countries to cooperate. Russia is actively working to strengthen its
economic relationships in the Asia-Pacific region, particularly as it
faces growing isolation due to Western sanctions and geopolitical
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challenges'. This approach includes a variety of initiatives focused
on boosting trade, investment, and energy collaboration with key
regional players. Meanwhile, South Korea is strategically seeking to
diversify its economic partnerships beyond its traditional allies, the
United States and Japan. This shift is motivated by several factors,
including the desire to lessen dependence on these countries for trade
and technology, as well as to enhance its global competitiveness in an
increasingly multipolar world. Such a strong difference in priorities
had a huge impact on the further development of economic and
economic relations. The main aspect of economic cooperation is
trade relations, which for a long time have been at the same level
between the two countries. In the 1990s, the bilateral trade between
Russia and Korea was not particularly developed, mainly due to the
economic difficulties that arose in Russia after the collapse of the
Soviet Union. But by the early 2000s, the trade between the countries
had grown. South Korea had the technological resources necessary
for Russia (South Korea, as the country with the fastest growing
economy, surpassed Russia in terms of modern technologies),
and our natural resources were beneficial for Korea. By 2019, the
threshold relationship had reached its peak value. This year, the trade
turnover has reached approximately $26 billion. South Korea’s main
exports to Russia were technical equipment, cars, and electronics.
Russia, in turn, exported to Korea the energy resources necessary
for the economy of South Korea, which lacks its natural resources to
ensure proper economic stability2. Despite these relatively impressive
achievements in bilateral trade for both countries, they were severely
limited by the geopolitical situation. South Korea is actively committed
to international sanctions against North Korea when Russia has

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historically maintained close ties with the DPRK. This has a strong
impact on the already fragile balance between the two countries.
There is little to say about investments in the economies of the two
countries. On the part of Russia, investments in South Korea were at a
relatively modest level. Some large South Korean conglomerates, such
as Hyundai or Samsung, deployed a small part of their production in
Russia. The main attempts to attract investments from South Korea
to Russia were made in 2015 at the Eastern Economic Forum, which
highlighted the importance of South Korean investments in the Far
east of Siberia, with its natural resources and workforce. Now, the
mutual investment of the two countries is not in the best position, due
to political sanctions directed towards Russia. In the end, it is worth
touching on the topic of strategic initiatives and the external influence
of mutual relations on housing and communal services. Many
countries have put forward their ideas and initiatives to strengthen
cooperation, such as the «Russian-Pacific Economic Partnership»,
aimed at implementing relations between Russia and the countries
of the Asia-Pacific Region, as well as the «New Northern Policy» of
Young Korea 2017, aimed at strengthening economic cooperation.
Regarding external influences, despite the great potential for
mutual trade and economic benefits, the main problem remains the
geopolitical landscape, which does not give the two countries access to
direct ways of international cooperation and cooperation. Moreover,
the global economic situation also creates a lot of problems. The
Covid-19 pandemic, sanctions aimed at weakening Russia’s economic
influence, and historical tensions between the two Korean blocs all
have a negative impact on these economic relations.

Thus, for Russia and South Korea, the bilateral economic
community has never been in the foreground for the implementation
of its foreign economic policy, but it should be noted that this
partnership (if implemented outside the influence of the current
geopolitical situation and historical context) could have a strong
impact on the development of the economies of these two countries.
Now it is difficult to draw conclusions about the future development
of economic relations between Russia and South Korea, against the
background of all the events that have occurred in the world over the
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past 5 years, but you should be sure that there is a huge potential for
the realization of political and economic relations between the two
countries.
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
